There are two main ways in way you can organize your writing:

1. Chronological-listing events in the order in which they occurred-time sequencing.

a. First this happened, next this happened, and as a result, this happened

2. Emphatic-listing events in order of importance or emphasis

a. Saving the best, or strongest, point for last-this would be great to use during an argument paper

Chapter 33

Prepositions are words that show the relationship between a noun or a pronoun and the rest of a sentence. They typically signify a place or a position, and remembering this is a good way  to spot them.
Example Sentence: 

The way to a man’s heart is through his stomach. (Prepositions are underlined.)

There are also prepositional phrases that help to signify the place or position in the sentence. For example, in the above sentence, there are two phrases which begin with a preposition.

The way to a man’s heart is through his stomach. (Prepositional phrases are underlined.)

*Subjects and verbs are never found in prepositional phrases, so by eliminating the phrases, you’re more able to correctly identify the subject and verb in every sentence.*

 Infinitives are phrases that look like a prepositional phrase but are not. These consist of the word to plus a verb. For example, to run, to get, to go. In addition, infinitives can never be main verb forms.

Chapter 29-Regular English Verbs
There are four main forms to know:

1. Present-when the action is occurring

a. I jump to reach the high shelves. 

2. Past-when the action has already occurred

a. I jumped to reach the high shelves. 

3. Past Participle-indicates past tense and is usually used along with the helping verbs have or had

a. I have jumped to reach high shelves. 

4. Present Participle-the present tense from of a verb with an –ing ending-usually used with a helping verb

a. I am jumping to reach the high shelves.
