Chapter 23-Cause and Effect
For this form of paragraph development, a writer can either describe the reasons why something occurred (causes) or the outcome of certain events (effects). 

Chapter 26-The Essay and the Thesis Statement
Once papers advance beyond the simple paragraph form to an essay form, the thesis statement is integral in the development of the paper. It gives the essay’s main idea, states the writer’s purpose and point of view, and tells the reader what to expect.

The remainder of the paper consists of several components. The introduction provides background information, sets the tone for the paper, contains the thesis statement,  and provides a catchy opening that catches the reader’s attention. The body paragraph makes connections to the thesis statement as well as gives supporting points and specific details that support the thesis. Finally, the conclusion restates the thesis statement and briefly summarizes the supporting points stated within the body paragraphs. 
Chapter 27-Prewriting and Drafting
The typical progression for writing a paper consists of the following steps:
1. Prewriting-coming up with ideas

2. Drafting-making a rough draft

3. Revising-making changes in your draft

4. Editing-checking for correctness

Chapter 28-Revising and Editing
The final stages of writing a paper consist of two last steps, revising and editing.

1. Revising

a. Make sure the essay is concise.

b. Make sure the essay is credible.

c. Make sure the essay is clear.

d. Check that each paragraph supports the thesis statement.

2. Editing

a. Make the writing smoother, more interesting, and more effective.

b. Proofread to correct sentence-level errors in grammar, punctuation, and spelling.
