Writing Assignment #3: Compare/Contrast
Assignment 
You are going to write a one to two page paper either comparing or contrasting two items of your choice. 
How do I do this?
Most people already internally compare and contrast items on a daily basis. If you are deciding what Christmas presents to buy for family members, you think about their different personalities and preferences and compare this to gift ideas. When you are deciding where to go eat lunch, you may be making a choice based on similarities in service but differences in advertised specials. This is a process that is already familiar to you, so now you’re just going to apply this process to writing. You can choose any two items you like: two people, their personalities, homes, cars, religious beliefs, moral viewpoints, etc. These are just a couple of ideas to get you started, but please, choose a topic that is of interest to you and not just something that sounds easy.
 What am I supposed to accomplish?

This form of compare/contrast goes much deeper than your typical daily decision of where to eat lunch. This requires some critical thinking. You should be able to identify two events, beliefs, or personal changes and give substantial evidence to support your claims for this comparison or contrast. For example, if you choose to write about the moral viewpoints, you’ll have to correctly identify what those beliefs are and provide evidence that supports your point. 
Are there any specifications?

This paper should be a minimum of three paragraphs (Introduction, Body, and Conclusion), typed, and double-spaced in 12 point font with one-inch margins. It is due on Monday, March 13th.
