Writing Assignment #5: Definition
Assignment 
Everyone has a different idea of what a term means. For example, when someone says the word “family”, one person thinks of a happy group consisting of a mother, father, two children, and maybe even a dog. Another person can hear the same word and think of nothing but a negative connotation since their own family situation was not ideal. For this paper, you are to choose an abstract word and define what it means to you. (Not how the dictionary defines it.)
How do I do this?
Begin by selecting an abstract term (something that cannot be seen, touched, tasted, smelled, or heard) such as happiness or temptation. Then provide your own definition of this term by providing various examples using concrete terms to do so. For instance, if you choose to write about happiness, you would provide support for this by listing the people, places, and/or events that make you happy. Three common terms that students like to define are success, wealth, and intelligence. 
 What am I supposed to accomplish?

This will require some critical thinking as you formulate your own, personal definition of an abstract term.
Are there any specifications?

This paper should be a minimum of one to two pages (the five paragraph essay), typed, and double-spaced in 12 point font with one-inch margins. It is due on Monday, April 10th.
