 Although student collaboration is considered a serious form of academic dishonesty, there are differing views on the issue that deserve clarification. While some teachers consider it a serious problem, students feel that it is perfectly acceptable to work with other students on assignments. In fact, Sean Comp and Dan Jones’ article, “Issues in Academic Integrity” states that "recent research shows that students do not view un-permitted collaboration as fundamentally dishonest" (Comp and Jones 67). The article continues on by pointing out that students indicate that they like working with others and recognize that it will be important in future employment endeavors to have the ability to be team players (Comp and Jones 67).

2. What is the difference between a direct quote, a paraphrase, and a summation? (Worth 10 pts.)
Direct quote = material from a source, word-for-word
Paraphrase = material from a source, but revised and placed in the author’s own words, usually shorter than the original text

Summation = material from a source, a long piece of information (a paragraph or a page), but revised and placed in the author’s own words, much shorter than the original text

4. How is a block quote (a quote more than 4 lines) distinguished in the text? (Worth 10 pts.)

Block Quotes

A 'block quote' is a paragraph that is set off from the 

margins to give it more space on the sides and attribution to 

the source or author is still given before the source. Also, 

colons are typically used to lead into them:

This is a block quote. It is indented on both sides from the normal page margin. It is always single-spaced, and you do not need to include quotation marks around it, but you still need to place the page number at the end. You use this when you insert an extended quotation from another source that is four or more lines in length (2).
