Cause and Effect Peer Review Guide

1. Are there three supporting points?

2. Are the points well supported with sufficient supporting details? 

3. Is the thesis clearly stated? 

4. Is it apparent from the thesis whether this will be a cause or an effect paper? 

5. Is the introduction catchy?

6. Are there clear and specific topic sentences and transitions for the supporting point paragraphs? 

7. Is the entire paper clearly discussing just the causes or just the effects of one particular topic? 

8. Does the chosen topic fit the paper assignment in that it focuses on a particular local community issue? 

9. Does the conclusion summarize the supporting points and restate the thesis?
