2. Format and Organization: The formatting for the Idiot’s Guide has not been specified by the instructor. The writer should follow a logical format in the Idiot’s Guide that is easily accessible to the reader.

· The format and organization of the analysis paper itself relates to the examples from the genre. The writer should follow the format of the examples, and any deviation should be indicated in the Idiot’s Guide. 

· How does the author format the Idiot’s Guide? Is there a logical progression of ideas or does the writer jump around from thought to thought?

· How does the writer follow the formatting of the examples he or she has provided? Is any deviation explained in the Idiot’s Guide? Is the deviation appropriate or necessary?

3. Thoroughness: The Idiot’s Guide should acknowledge the complexity of the genre, which can be tricky since it can be quite subjective.
