Misplaced and Dangling Modifiers 
Modifiers are words or phrases that modify or describe something in a sentence 
Example: The refrigerator with the ice maker costs too much. 

-The modifier should be as close as possible to 
what it’s modifying.
Two Modifier Problems
1. Misplaced-when the modifier is not next to the subject

a. Example: Scampering through the forest, the hunters saw two rabbits. 

b. Revised: The hunters saw two rabbits scampering through the forest. 
2. Dangling-when the modifier does not have anything to modify

a. Example: Strolling through the tropical paradise, many colorful birds could be seen.

b. Revised: As I strolled through the tropical paradise, I saw many colorful birds.
