Project Proposal-Ethnography
In order to help you in forming the basis for the paper, and to ensure you have a strong foundation, you will write a one-paragraph project proposal that describes the subculture you will focus on, which supporting points (definitions) you will be using, and how they support your overall focus on your chosen subculture.

Another component you may want to consider is the amount of background, or historical perspective, which is needed to give your audience a base of knowledge for the paper. For example, if your subculture is a group that is not commonly known, before you can begin to focus on your classifications, you will need a section or paragraph that provides some background information or describes why the issue is being argued. Also take into consideration how you will obtain this information. For instance, if it’s a subculture you’re already familiar with, you won’t need to conduct much “research”, but if you’re writing about a group that you’re not a part of, how will you obtain this information? Is it feasible for you to observe or interview someone from this group? Will you be relying on library research? Whatever the case is, include your methods. 
The rhetorical purpose of this proposal is to let me know (and to describe to yourself) if you’ve selected a subculture that is both narrow enough and is a feasible subject to research, and how you will follow the genre styles required for this assignment.
