Dependent Clause

Dependent followed by independent clause and vice versa example.

Inserter Commas

Commas are placed around material that is not needed in a sentence

Example: The game, unfortunately, was rained out. 

Colons

A colon can only be used at the end of an independent clause and is used to introduce a list or an explanation.

Examples: 

1. When I went grocery shopping, I picked up a few things: milk, eggs, and coffee.
