1. One set of electronic notes will be 5-6 chunks of information that fill two typed sheets of paper.  
2. Under each of the 5-6 original paraphrases, you will Copy and Paste the exact sentences/paragraphs from the original source.   
3. The format of your note needs to conform to the expectations in yellow below. The sample below is ONE note card. A complete set of note cards contains 5-6 individual note cards. 
4. If your source only produces 2-3 note cards, then include notes from another source in the note card set to reach the expectation of 5-6 note cards per set.

Experts are fearful the escalation of the drug has started.  Confiscation of the drug has risen in one-year by well over 400% (Harter, 1999). The Drug Enforcement Agency feels they will confiscate possibly eight million tablets in 2001 (Harter, 1999). Hospitals are reporting just less then 6000 overdoses since 1990 (Harter, 1999). This drug is also referred to as the “Date-rape-drug,” of 30 assaulted casualties that had been given ecstasy; half of them had been sexually violated  (Harter, 1999). Many teens can get the information off their computers to make this drug. Many times this drug contains dry acids, or solvents for cleaning (Harter, 1999). Many times the mixture is a hit and miss of the information. This can cause mistakes, which can lead to a horrid acid that can damage the larynx and esophagus Anyone having this drug can now be incarcerated 20 years in jail (Harter, 1999).  Direct from the Source: 
 Authorities fear a real explosion in ecstasy use has already begun. Seizures of the tablet have increased 450 percent from 1998 to 1999. “We are projecting seizures of up to 7 to 8 million pills this year,” says Raymond Kelly, the commissioner of the U.S. Customs. Many of those drugs will come from Israel and Russia, where organized crime has gone into the ecstasy exporting business (Vilbig12). The University of Michigan study doesn’t cover the use of GHB, so there are no comparable statistics on its use, but several recent criminal cases show that its popularity is on the upswing, despite being one of the deadliest of the new drugs. GHB, or gamma hydroxybutyrate. was first developed for anesthesia during surgery, but in the last few years the tasteless, colorless liquid has become increasingly popular among teens for its capacity to produce feelings of euphoria, tripplness, and drunkenness. Since 1990, emergency rooms have reported 5,700 overdoses. The drug has also been called a “date-rape drug,” after reports of 15 sexual assaults involving 30 victims drugged with GHB (Vilbig12). Users of (GHB argue that the drug is natural because it occurs in the body. But a dose of the drug can be hundreds of times greater than the minute quantities found in the body. Also, with GHB, unlike with many other drugs, the difference between an overdose and a regular dose is extremely small. Because GHB is manufactured in Kitchen shops, often with recipes downloaded from the Internet, it is usually impossible to know the quality and strength of each batch. The ingredients can include cleaning fluid and Red Devil lye, so production errors can create a fierce acid that bums the throat. After Samantha Reid’s death, a new federal law signed this winter makes possession of GHB a crime punishable by up to 20 years in prison (Harter, 1999).


Your set of electronic notes will have 5-6 notes with their direct source
Remember that you should not retype your direct source. You should electronically copy and paste it from the electronic copy of your source. Knowing this ahead of time will remind you to get an electronic copy of your sources in addition to the print copy.        
To get an electronic copy, many databases will allow you to email the article to yourself, or you can copy and paste the article into your word processing package. For the first unit of this course, you have been instructed to download the Research Articles and save them to your hard drive or to a disk. Therefore you will have an electronic copy from which to cut and paste. 
The purpose of submitting both your note and the original source is to get feedback on the quality of your note taking.  This is a check to ensure that you understand paraphrasing.
