Summary with Paraphrase Using Proper Attribution and In-text Citation
According to John Horn, in his article “School Violence”,  any crime or violent act that happens on school grounds falls under the category of school violence          ( Horn 52). Statistics on school violence are gathered from many sources, including surveys of students, teachers, and administrators, in addition to information from national law enforcement agencies and school associations. Research shows that 15% of 10th graders have been victims of school violence ( Horn 52). More detailed descriptions of incidents would include bullying, injuries to students and teachers, weapons possession, and student perceptions of how safe their schools are (Horn 52).
Response
The media attention to school violence has grown considerably since the incident at Columbine High School. Statistical data should show whether incidents of school violence have increased or decreased, and whether reporting smaller incidents has increased or decreased.
