Requirements for the 1200-1500 word Research Report On Academic Integrity (4-5 pages)
 
Possible Research Questions that may be answered by your body paragraphs 
Is academic integrity an important problem? 

Who is responsible for the problem? 

Are current solutions working?

What are possible alternative solutions?

 

Organizing your Research Report  - Use a six-paragraph essay format.
1.  Identify and be prepared to write about four specific ideas 

2. Make sure your THESIS STATEMENT clearly states the four main points of your body paragraphs  

Emphasizing your Organizational Structure
1.  In the introduction, in the thesis statement underline the words that indicate the overarching topic of your paper and bold the words that indicate the four main points of the four body paragraphs.

2. In the body paragraphs, bolding and underlining occur ONLY in the topic and ending sentences. Use bold for the word(s) that indicates the main point of the paragraph and underline the word(s) that indicate the overarching idea of your paper.  

3. Between body paragraphs, italicize the word(s) that transition

4. In the conclusion, underline the words that indicate the overarching topic of your paper and bold the words that indicate the four main points of the four body paragraphs.

Format Requirements
 Use a cover page. Follow the format of the sample paper for this unit  
Sample Research Reports on Academic Integrity  -   Paper that earned an A     Paper that earned a C
 

Do page numbers like the sample on pages 94-99 of The Little Penguin Handbook. (That sample paper includes an outline, which is not required for this report.)   
To insert your name and the page number automatically into the upper corner of all your pages, use the Header/Footer function of your word processing package to insert your last name and use the # button to insert page number.  If you cannot figure out how to do this, just insert the page number. DO NOT simply TYPE in the information within the text of your paper. Have the computer do it automatically for you. 
 

Paper needs to be a minimum of 1200 words. The cover page and the Works Cited page do not count as part of the required 1200 words. Papers less than 1200 words will earn a zero.
 

Use Arial or Times New Roman font with the font size set at 11 or 12  points.

 

Double space the text of your paper, but do not use 4 spaces between paragraphs.

 
Required Sources 

Use the Research Resources I have provided (five articles) The Research Report is based on the note cards, the articles, and the paragraphs we have used  in Unit One. No additional sources are allowed. 

 

Works Cited
Your Works Cited page will only list the sources that are referred to by your in-text citations. Plan to use one paraphrase or one specific fact from each of your five sources. 

 

Your Works Cited needs to be a separate page and the text of this page does not count toward the minimum 1200 words. 

 

In-text citations
Use at least one in-text citation per source. You must place the citation at the end of the factual sentence; it doesn’t simply belong at the end of the paragraph.
 

Attribution
To help establish credibility with the reader, use attribution al least once in your paper, but be cautioned to avoid overusing this strategy.  
Attribution is defined in the assigned reading MLA Documentation Terms and there are further examples in Attribution Explained
Although it is not normally required, for this class I would like you to put three asterisks *** at the beginning of the sentence where you use attribution.
