Chapter 8-Using Adjectives and Adverbs
Adjectives describe nouns or pronouns.
Example: She stood in a dark corner. 

Adverbs describe verbs, adjectives, and other adverbs.

Example: As she spoke, Steve listened thoughtfully.

Confusing Words

Good and Bad are adjectives, so they can only describe nouns and pronouns. Well and Badly are adverbs, and they typically describe verbs. 

When to Use a Comma Between Adjectives
If two adjectives are used back-to-back in a sentence, then perform the comma test to see if one is needed. 

Example Sentence: I visited a cold dark cave.
Is a comma needed? Try the comma test

1. Can the two adjectives be switched around to read “dark cold cave”? Yes, so place a comma between the adjectives.

2. Can the word “and” be placed in between to read “cold and dark cave”? Yes, so place a comma between the adjectives. 
Only one of the two listed items has to apply for a comma to be used in such a sentence. 

Chapter 9-Correcting Problems with Modifiers
Modifiers are words, phrases, or clauses that describe (modify) something in a sentence. 
Examples:

The black cat

The cat in the corner

The basket in the boy’s bedroom

There can be two forms of modifier problems: misplaced and dangling modifiers.

Misplaced-when the modifier is not placed next to what it is describing.

Example: With blood dripping form its wound, the man approached the lion.

Corrected: The man approached the lion with blood dripping form its wound.

Dangling-when there is no subject for the modifier to describe

Example: Cruising slowly through the Everglades, two alligators could be seen. 

Corrected: Cruising slowly through the Everglades, the people on the boat saw two alligators.
