Writing Assignment #3: Cause or Effect

Assignment 
Almost every day, you consider the causes or effect of events so that you can make choices and take action. In writing a paragraph, when you explain the reasons for something, you are writing about causes. When you write about the results of something, you are writing about the effects. Often in writing, you consider both the causes and effects of a decision, an event, a change in your life, or change in society, but for the purposes of this paper, you will focus on either just the causes or the effects of a topic, not both. 

In this paper, you are going to write about the causes or the effects of a recent local issue that could potentially affect you or your community. One example of this is the recent announcement from the Kalamazoo school district concerning the Kalamazoo Promise. 

How do I do this?

 What am I supposed to accomplish?

You will become more acquainted with activities that are occurring in our community that may impact you in one way or another, even if you can’t see a direct connection. For example, even if you don’t have any children that could benefit from living in the Kalamazoo school district, and you don’t even know any children in that area, there may be possible long-term ramifications such as job increases and economic booms that will occur to the surrounding areas from so many people moving to the Kalamazoo area.
