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The Teaching Goals of The Learning Place

The Learning Place represents one of Kellogg Community College’s commitments to helping students learn how to learn. 

Our goal is to help students improve their overall math, English, study skills, biology, and chemistry skills by aiding them in becoming more effective students.
We strive to create betters students, not better assignments. 

What We Do
During a drop-in visit, we will complete the following steps:

· Assess the needs of the student by discussing an assignment, reviewing any material that was given to the student regarding the assignment, and determining what the student would like help learning.
· Determine the need(s) the student requires to be able to improve his/her assignment and overall work. We often do so by following a mental checklist of questions: 

· Did the student meet the needs of the assignment/problem? 

· What does the student feel he/she needs to work on to successfully complete the assignment/problem? 

· How can we aid the student so they will be able to successfully complete similar assignments/problems on his/her own in the future? 
What We Don’t Do
During a drop-in visit, we will not complete the following steps:

· write papers, correct tests, complete assignments, or just simply tell a student how to complete an assignment 
· correct or proofread papers or assignments or tests while the students sit passively waiting for their work to be improved 

· offer a potential grade on an assignment 

· share information about the work students have done in The Learning Place unless the student gives direct consent
What Else is There in The Learning Place?

There are a multitude of additional resources in The Learning Place other than our helpful paraprofessionals! Some of these include Plato Prescription Pad which is a software program that allows students to work on specific grammar, punctuation, and writing areas they may need to focus on, the Study Behavior Inventory which is a short quiz that allows students to determine their own personal study habits and learning style and how to make their particular strengths work for them, Math CDs which allow a student to brush up on basic math skills, and the Ultimate Speed Reader which, with repeated use, can allow a student to increase both their reading rates and comprehension.
In addition to working one-on-one with a paraprofessional or utilizing helpful software, students can simply use the computers to complete assignments or the large tables for a quiet study area. 

What Should I Bring If I Want to Work with a Paraprofessional?

Bring any a copy of your assignment, ideas, notes, drafts, books, and any other material that will help us aid you with a particular assignment.
Do I Need an Appointment to Work with a Paraprofessional or Use a Computer?
You can use a computer or study table at any time, and an appointment is not needed to meet with an English or math paraprofessional; however, there is not someone available for each discipline at all times, so here is a schedule to let you know when help is available. For biology and chemistry help, there is a sign-up sheet outside of the paraprofessional’s office for each discipline that will ensure you receive quality one-on-one time with that individual.
