Class Rules

1. GRADES 

· Categories graded: Projects & Lab Skills, Tests & Quizzes, Student Skills (timeliness, behavior, supplies, participation), File (Work completion, quality, and organization)
· Final exam at end of year counts for 16% of year grade and is open note for the written exam section. 
· Growth in weak areas and/or participation in related clubs or in a class leadership role will be considered for bumping quarter grades up to 1/2 letter grade (from B to A- for example)
2. LATE TO CLASS/DISTRACTIONS DURING CLASS

· 4th tardy = cut

· More than 10 minutes= cut 

· Unexcused late=loss of student skills points

· Distracting others during class results in student skills points lost for that day and may result in being sent to office.  

3. MISSING/INCOMPLETE WORK
· Students will lose student skills points for day if homework is not present and complete on due date but will not lose credit on the assignment itself.

· Students will lose full credit for each assignment missing and half credit for any assignment incomplete when files are checked (approximately 1x every two weeks)

· Students who are failing file checks because of lack of work completion will be asked to come before or after school to complete work and a parent may be called.

· Extensions will be granted prior to due date for larger projects or labs if an appropriate reason is present and student has discussed it with Ms. Green.  

· Late files or larger projects will lose credit for each day it is late past the due date.

· Disorganized files will be returned to student for organization and considered late.
