PES Quarter Grades
Projects & Labs (25%)
· Student able to follow guidelines and attain goals of project

· Student completes all parts of project in a timely fashion

Tests and Quizzes (25%)
· Able to answer questions correctly and completely to achieve grade desired

· Student attempts to answer all questions

· Student comes to teacher to go over failed tests and quizzes to make sure that they understand their mistakes (raises any failing grade to 65%)
Earth Science File (25%)
· Student completes all work with quality and effort

· File is organized and present the day it is collected
· Table of Contents is present, items are identified as present, missing, or incomplete by student

· All work follows the format asked for such as: title on top line, name/date/section in top corner, written in complete sentence answers that make the question asked clear.

Student Skills (25%)
· Student has file, paper, pencil, home work and covered book in class each day when bell rings
· Student comes to class on time, sits in seat and is ready to work without reminders

· Student is not distracting to other students

· Student participates in group projects & labs, working well with other students and taking responsibility for parts of the project

· Student participates in class, asking and answering questions

· Student challenges him or herself to do the class work, asking for teacher help as needed, but does not give up if the work is difficult

· Student uses appropriate language and interactions with teacher and other students

· Student completes homework and class work on time and without reminders

· Student takes care of classroom and classroom materials putting things back in proper place, keeping area clean, and handling lab materials with care.

Extra Credit (can raise lowest category grade up to 1 letter grade)

· Participation in a related club such as earth club (recycling), GreenTeam, or Science Team.

· Leadership roles in class such as class secretary or breakfast organizer

· Above and Beyond classroom contributions such as sharing articles and outside of class connections to class content

· Independent Learning Extensions that go beyond work assigned and require a reasonable amount of worthwhile learning and work.  These must be discussed with Ms. Green
