Honors Earth Science Course Policy
Grades (see handout: quarter grades for more detail)
1. Grades for quarters 1-3 will be determined by the following formulas:

40% unit tests
40% projects and labs (both independent and group work)
20% student skills (homework & general preparedness, participation)
2. Grades for quarter 4 will have adjusted % due to the independent science project 

3. Grades for the year will be determined by:

21% each for quarters 1, 2, & 3
21% quarter 4 (of which the IRP and final binder is a large percentage)

16% final exam 
Final portfolio will determine a final bump up for students on the border of a year grade (ex. 89% is border of B+/A- and a good portfolio would bump the year grade to an A-).
  Attendance & Tardiness
1. Polices outlined in student handbook.  New this year: Students even 1 minute late for lab block MUST get a note from the office.  
2. Students are expected to seek out missed work, class notes etc. from peers, the website, and teacher. It is NOT the teacher’s responsibility to keep track of what a student has missed as a result of being absent.
3. Students are expected to communicate absences, especially planned absences with teacher and group members (if involved in group project/lab work at time)

4. Patterns of tardiness and absence, especially during lab block, may affect student skills grade even if excused (unless there has been a discussion and agreement with teacher)

Late Work
1. Extensions of projects and labs will be granted with no grade penalty prior to due date by discussion with Ms. Green if a reasonable explanation of need is given 

2. Collected work will be accepted within a few days of due date but will be marked as late and more than 1/quarter will affect your student skills grade. Larger projects will receive a point reduction if passed in after due date.
3. Work that has been gone over in class or passed back, or has been more than a few days late will not be accepted.
Extra Help
1. Drop-in extra help every Monday from 2:30-3:30. Come with questions or problems.
2. I am available for scheduled extra help during my planning periods, before or after school according to my schedule and student need.  Please check my posted schedule and e-mail to set up a time with me.

3. Please do not expect more than 15 minutes of one-on-one teacher support/week.  If more help is necessary a tutor is recommended.  I can help pair you with a former student if requested.
