
Grammar Assignment: Week 4 (Assignment 2) 
 

Conjunction:  word used to connect other words or groups of 
words (Ex: My sister and brother are going to 
school. You can have this one, but not that one.) 

 
Coordinating Conjunction:  word used to connect similar kinds of words 

or groups of words (Ex: Jill left early, so I 
left with her. We ran into the house, and 
turned on the game.) 

 
Correlative Conjunction:  words used to connect other words or groups 

of words that appear in pairs (Ex: My sister 
and brother are both going to school. You 
can have neither this one, nor that one.) 

 
Subordinating Conjunction:  connect two main ideas by making one 

subordinate to the other (Ex: My sister and 
brother are going to school. You can have 
this one, but not that one.) 

 
Then identify which type 
of conjunction it is by labeling it “C” for Coordinating, “COR” for Correlative, and 
“S” for Subordinating.
