If I see factors that may interfere with your success, I intend to call them to your attention. Ultimately, however, you are responsible for seeking and obtaining the assistance you need to be successful. 

I encourage you to come to me at the first sign you may be struggling. Feel free to e-mail, call me, or speak to me after class. If you have difficulty identifying a study partner, I can help you with this as well.

Attendance: You can best learn by actively participating in class. Regular attendance is expected. You can help yourself by coming to class prepared each day. Be sure to read the course material and work all homework assignments before the class session.

If you are absent from class, you are responsible for obtaining lecture notes and a list of assignments and due dates from other students. A list of assignments may also be available from my Web site.

You will receive one point for each class session you attend. Attendance is defined as being present for at least 80 percent of the class period; e.g., at least 50 minutes out of 63.

If you miss attending a class session, you may make up the attendance credit by turning in a one-page summary (no more, no less) in your own handwriting of the material covered during your absence. The attendance make-up must be turned in by the first Monday following your return to class. Alternative attendance makeup assignments may be available from my Web site.
If you miss a homework assignment or quiz due to absence from class, you should make it up as soon as possible. All missing assignments and quizzes must be turned in by Friday, September 12, 2008.
Accounting courses require more study time than many courses; therefore, it is critical that you budget your time accordingly. Furthermore, the subject matter is cumulative in nature: if you fall behind, it is very difficult to catch up.
