1.   The competition shall be held February 13, 2010, beginning at 8:30 AM at Aquinas College,  

      Music Building, Grand Rapids MI.  
2.   The competition shall be open to G.R.M.L.  students of all instruments, grades 6 through 11, who: a) 
      are members in good standing since October 2009 (i.e., a member in good standing has paid their 
      dues and attended at least three complete meetings prior to the competition date); and b) performed 
      prior to the competition date on the qualifying instrument in at least one music club meeting   

      at Aquinas College of the present season.  
3.  The teacher of the qualifying instrument must be a Sr. Member of the Grand Rapids Musicians’
     League.

4.  One scholarship up to $500 will be awarded at judge’s discretion.  Applicant information must be 
     completely filled out and sent by application deadline to qualify.  Give special thought to the 
     enrichment summary (step III) as this award takes into consideration not only your live performance, 
     but a written plan for utilizing the scholarship as well as any special needs or circumstances.  

     A student is NOT eligible to win any GRML Scholarship two SUCCESSIVE years.
5.  The competition’s repertoire requirement is two pieces contrasting in period, style and mood.  The 
      repertoire shall be memorized and not exceed ten minutes.  One copy of each piece must be furnished 
      to the judge.  NO XEROX COPIES ACCEPTED.  Judging is based on merit only.

6.  Auditions are closed.  Performance times shall be assigned randomly.

7.  Scholarship winners will perform at a 2010 October Jr. Club meeting.

     12/15/2009 TO BE ELIGIBLE.
