Trish,

For our Luau, we ordered Luau stuff from Oriental Trading at very resonible 

prices.  We had the grass skirts for the girls, and some of the decorations 

for the party.  From Dollar Tree, we bought the leis and some more 

decorations (they usually have a big selection in the spring).  I made flower 

things to wear around their wrists or ankles, and one to wear on their head.  

I used plastic canvas cut in strips about 1 inch wide to go around their 

heads.  If the peices weren't long enough, I just hot glued another peice to 

it.  Then I took silk flowers (from WalMart), and stuck them into the holes 

in the plastic canvas (after I had cut the stems and leaves off).  After I 

got all the flowers in place, I hot glued the back of them into the plastic 

canvas, and hot glued the ends to form a circle.  Then I took 6 pieces of 

thin ribbon in bright colors, about 1 foot each strand, and  looped them all 

together on the back of the head thing.  The ribbons streamed down their 

backs, and the girls loved them.  I did the wrist and ankle bands the same 

way, except I didn't use the ribbon on them.  The 'real' ribbon got very 

expensive, so I just got the (plastic)? ribbon at Dollar Tree that is in the 

party section.  It came 5 rolls in a box, and it was metallic, so it worked 

out fine.  For our menu, we served grilled hot dogs (instead of roasted pig), 

had a fresh fruit tray, pineapple upside down cake, pudding cups with a beach 

scene, and fruit punch.  I have to say it went over very good.  If you need 

anything else, let me know, and I'll try to help.

H :  H stands for   ha `aha `a   meaning humility, expressed with 

modesty.

A :  A stands for   ahonui   meaning patient and persevering.

Colors of Hawaii mini-lei swap:

The official colors of each island are:

Hawaii - Red

Maui - Pink

Oahu - Yellow

Kauai - Purple

Molakai - Green

Lanai - Orange

Niihau - White

Kahoolawe - Gray

Directions:

1.  Take a piece of wire.  (We used metal florists wire.)

2.  String on 4 pony beads representing 4 of the islands.

3.  Put on 1 big flower bead.  (to add "interest")

4.  String on the other 4 beads representing the other 4 islands.

5.  Twist wire to make a circle (or lei shape).

6.  Twist wire left at top of circle to make a small loop for pin.

7.  Add pin.  Swap is complete!

If you should go with a Hawaiian theme.  Hawaii has an

aloha patch program that is really good.  Has how to

make lei's and grass skirts.  We did this in an

overnighter before our father daughter luau.  Go to

Our SU camp this past June was a Lulu theme.  I was not in the planning of that, but this is some of what we did.

Lots of crafts and decorations - bought from Oriental Trading.

The girls got laies when they came to the camp fire on Sat night.

The patch they got was the "Island Adventure" patch from Design It.  The girls also got shirts with the same picture on it. 

The girls made grass skirts from trash bags (the kind that pull together, that is the waist, them cut the bottom of the bag open, and then cut slits up to about an inch from the waist.  Cheap and fun.  They made them on Saturday and wore them to the campfire on Sat night.

For dinner they laid table cloths all over the ground around the camp fire (as if it were a big table) and we had b-buq chicken.

Somewhere on line they found a place to translate the girls names.  Since everyone had to pre-register, they had all the names on a few pages that were printed out.  The girls got to go to the table and make a name tag with their Hawaiian name. (and read all the others).

Check out the council in Hawaii's web site.  They have a packet that you can purchase that has lots of ideas.  If it is feasible, the girls could earn the patch.  

We were also working on badge stuff that was not related to the Lulu during the other times.  Best of luck.  ~ Sindi

My troop is going camping and on one night they wanted a Luau.  We couldn't 

think of what to make while camping (we aren't the best cooks) that would fit 

the theme.  Our menu:  Pigs in a Blanket, Pineapple, and Hawaiian cake for 

dessert.  We figured the Pigs in a Blanket were representative of burying the 

pig to roast it.  I can send you the recipes.  And I will try to think of 

more meals for you.

If you need decorations or want leis for everyone, I suggest buying them now 

if you can.  Since it's summer, a lot of party stores have the supplies you 

need and they might not have a good selection later in the year.  I bet you 

can find sales as summer comes to an end.

As for activities, obviously learn to hula.  You could also do some relay 

races maybe involving a surfboard, hula skirt, and other fun things.  Or 

maybe a contest to see how far you can throw a fake spear (yes, when I think 

Luau on some plane in my brain I think spear).  

Another game could be a take on Jibberish.  In the game Jibberish, 2 people 

stand infront of everyone and they each speak different languages (completely 

made up of course).  They each have a "translater" then who tells everyone 

what they are saying.  The girls can get really silly.  Anyways, when you 

hula you tell a story with your hands (at least that's what I was told).  So 

you could have the girls hula and dance with their hands and then their 

"translator" could explain what they are saying.  

Those are some ideas off the top of my head.  Hope it helps.

Hi All

A huge thank you to everyone that sent me ideas for our Island Adventure day camp.  I am trying to tie in as many of the outdoor

skills as I can.  We are set for the last week in May.  Planning for about 400. My budget this year is around $9.00 per girl for

a 4 day camp.  Obviously the girls won't do everything on this list, but the girls get to make choices of what they want to do.

We have daily crafts that we pass out to everyone and then we have "check-out" kits for the girls to choose to do.  We also do 1

big thing like the sand candles and T-shirts (ok 2 this year I just couldn't make up my mind).  I try to include  some easy and

some harder things.  Here are the ideas that I am going to try this year.

   * Flower lei's ( made from paper die cuts or silk flowers that we gather from a cemetery not sure which yet)

   * Grass skirts made from white drawstring type trash bags

   * Island Adventure scrapbook with copies of the 8 outdoor "survivor" skills inside. ( had someone donate 400 notebooks so

     this is what I thought of)

   * Special autograph pens made with variegated yarn and topped off with feathers

   * First aid kits (first aid skill)

   * Flowered Beadie bracelets for girls in 2nd grade and up from Margo's Wonderful site

   * Younger girls will make necklaces from sea creature beads from oriental trading

   * Ocean in a bottle with small seashells and sand

   * Sidewalk chalk (nothing islandy but the girls love it and it's messy)

   * Crystal gardens www.mrsstewart.com  ( if you email them they offer scouts a great deal you order the first case of 12

     bottles for 24.95 and they will give you a case free with shipping!)

   * Friendship bracelets made from embroidery thread and hemp

   * Sand candles www.makingfriends.com ( I found wax much cheaper from a local beekeeper supply store $79.00 for a 75# box)

     seashells http://www.shellhorizons.com/

   * Cd suncatchers www. makingfriends .com

   * Sand art ( I make my own colored sand really cheap.  You can buy silica sand for about $6 for a 50# bag and then color it

     with dried tempera paint.) Bottles from orientaltrading.com and dried tempera really cheap from discountschoolsupply.com

   * Sponge painting beach cover ups

   * Soap carving (knife safety skill)

   * knot tying (snack with licorice)

   * Edible fires (snack for fire building skill)

   * Flower pots-grow zinnias from seed in laundry detergent lids

   * Origami Whales ( just for something in case it rains... we outlaw the singing of johnny apple seed at camp just in

     case<grin> ) www.enchantedlearning.com

   * Wind chimes-I finally figured out how to do this I am so excited!  Cut a square of plastic canvas 15 squares by 15

     squares.  You need 5 can lids (various sizes from juice cans or regular cans cut with a smooth edge can opener) with one

     small hole drilled by the rim.  5 pieces of yarn.  Tie one lid through the middle of the plastic canvas tie a loop in the

     end so they can use this to hang it up with.  Tie the other 4 lids on each corner of the plastic canvas.  The girls can

     decorate the lids with permanent markers and iridized fish stickers from oriental trading.  They really sound like wind

     chimes.  Even my 14 year old daughter thought it was cool.

   * For my annual "orienteering type hike" I am going to do "Island Hopping" I will give them 20 clues and they have to find my

     20 posters.  Like "This Island has a holiday in it's name"..answer Easter Island etc. I had several travel agents donate

     brochures on different islands.  I will cut them up and make posters and place them all over camp.  I also want to indicate

     if they are a member of WAGGGS  The prize this year (I always give this out even if they don't find all 20) is Aloha mints

     and island tattoos from oriental trading.

   * For our overnight we are thinking about planning a luau

   * For the cadettes they came up with batik sarongs, seashell candles (large sized shells and you pour the wax into the shell)

     paper mache fish-they want to decorate them like the local cow parade cows that we had here in Kansas city last year.

     Starfish ornaments, stained glass coasters and hemp bracelets.

   * We also schedule in Archery, Climbing Wall, and Zipline if we can find trained volunteers

   * I will also rent some sort of huge blow-up toy like a moonwalker.

Sorry this went on way too long, but I just wanted to thank everyone who e-mailed me with ideas.  I truly love this list.  If I

can get anyone more details about something please let me know
