4 Seasons Theme Ideas

The Stuttgart Brownie Girl Scouts joined each other Saturday, November 4, 2000, to explore the four seasons with their senses.  All 10 troops were represented when the 100 girls gathered at Boeblingen Elementary School along with many adult volunteers. 
As the girls gathered, they decorated paper bags to use throughout the afternoon to keep their treasures together.  Following the opening of special Brownie songs – The Brownie Smile Song and Brownie Enthusiasm – the troops were divided into four groups to begin their rotations through the 4 season stations. 
Those who started in spring met Naomi.  Naomi is a life-sized stuffed Brownie Girl Scout who was dressed for the spring weather complete with rain boots, coat and an umbrella.  The Brownies discussed how they dress in spring weather before dressing a paper doll with natural materials for spring.  The girls chose from seashells, pine needles, feathers, and seeds.
In summer, the Brownies dyed a square of muslin different colors using flower petals.  There were roses, pansies, mums, and leaves to choose from.  The petals were laid upon the muslin and covered with wax paper before the pounding began. 
After eating their snack of apple juice and caramel corn, the Brownies in fall tried to guess the different scents wafting from the candles throughout the room.  They then settled in to discover what owls eat by dissecting an owl pellet.  Most girls were brave enough to pull apart the bones from the big hairball, which is an owl pellet.  They had fun determining what bones they had and how many mice their owl had eaten.
Following a story of animal tracks in the winter snow, the girls made their own animal tracks using potato stamps on flocking snow.  There were cat, dog, rabbit, and bird tracks to choose from.  To take care of the birds this winter, the girls made pinecone birdfeeders to take home with them.
Once everyone had been to all the seasons, the troops gathered again for a closing ceremony. .
