Treasure in Paradise

Crafts:

Cracked Marble Gems - Place marbles in a dry baking pan. Bake for
30 minutes at 500 degrees. Pour hot marbles into ice water and wait
15 minutes. Use alone or with jewelry caps for a necklace.

Leis - Cutout flowers in felt or foam, or use twisted 4x4 inch tissue 
paper
Tied with string or ribbon. String flowers separated by 1 pony bead, 1 
inch
piece of drinking straw and another pony bead.

Treasure pouches out of velvet circles with a special wish or thought
tucked inside.

Treasure boxes - Small tins with clear covers decorated with fish 
stickers
and jewels. Place a small circle of satin or velvet fabric inside.

Sea in a bag - snack size baggie filled with blue hair gel, fish shaped 
beads
from Oriental Trading Co., shells, pearls and jewels. Add gel last and 
seal
the
bag, then place into a second bag.

Sea horse craft - Mix glue and sand together and fill a detergent 
bottle lid.
Attach a picture of a sea horse to 6 inch pipe cleaner and place in 
glue.
Using
6 inch coral colored pipe cleaner, attach small pieces of additional 
pipe
cleaner
to look like coral. Place 2 pieces of coral in glue.

Water globe - Baby food jars filled with blue colored distilled water 
or
mineral oil. If made to be upside-down you must use waterproof adhesive
(aquarium sealant or silicone calking) to attach decorations and to 
seal
lids.
Also be sure to raise the decorations off the bottom of the lid so they 
will
be
seen through the glass. Add glitter to water. Note: confetti may fade 
and
color
the water.

Fairy Dust Necklace - Small 2" x 3" self-seal bag with 1/8" hole 
punched
above seal. Suggested contents; wishing paper w/ personal wish, 
shamrock
(St. Patrick's Day garland), fairy stone (flat marbles used in floral
decorations),
fairy heart (large heart confetti), butterfly for flight (bead), fairy 
crown
(gold
confetti or Disney Princess confetti), love (small heart confetti), 
stardust
(star
confetti), fairies dust (3 to 1 ratio white to gold glitter).

Games:

Ship-Island -
This is a takeoff of "Red light, Green light".  Since we were working
with Brownies we didn't have any consequences for going out of turn. 
Our
version didn't have any winner and ended after 10 minutes. Ship and 
island
are at opposite ends of playing area. Work in pairs.
These were the actions we used:
"Ship" - Walk /run (or row if you're in rowboat) towards ship
"Island" - Walk /run (or row if you're in rowboat) towards island
"Rowboat" - 2 groups get together, outside 2 hold hands, inside 2 row
"Captain's coming" - stand and salute, can only stop when you hear "at 
ease"
"Captain's table" - 2 groups sit together on floor, pretend to eat
"Swap the deck" - pretend to mop floor
"At ease" - stop whatever your doing
"Lookout" - 1st person lays on ground, 2nd person has 1 foot up on 1st 
person
and
is looking towards distance with hands together as binoculars
For Paradise theme we added; "Fish" - act like fish, "Seagull" - fly 
and
make bird noises, "Clam" - hug partner

Coconut Relay - pass plastic coconut along line without using hands

Hula Dancing - taught Brownies to dance the hula

Treasure Hunts:

Opening skit that sets up mystery, each station provided parts of a 
map,
and closing skit tied it altogether.

Whole group was told to look for clues given at each station. When 
clues were
put together it contained the GS Promise.

Follow clues on a handout to find the letters to spell out the next 
stop.
Clues
were hidden behind big flowers and the final destination was a pond 
with
candy.

Mermaids told story about missing treasure and asked for help finding 
it.
Groups
rotated through stations with fairies that required them to do a task 
(make
up a
story, make it rain, answer a riddle) to receive treasure (chocolate 
gold
coins and
mermaid treasure). At the end, they returned the mermaid treasure and 
the
mermaids allowed them to keep half of what they found.
