Mad Hatters Tea Party Event Ideas

Since I have been inundated by questions about our Mad

Hatter's Tea Party, I thought I'd post to the list

instead of responding individually.  We sent out the

particulars in a flyer which was mailed to every

leader and service unit director.  We charged $5 per

person or $8 per couple.  This included tea or punch,

fresh baked brownies or cookies (my girls are old

enough to do all the cooking now), and a patch.

Registration was done outside the door where we handed

out the patches and one raffle ticket per couple (it

wasn't for a raffle so don't get your hackles up :-).

They went inside and got their drink and munchie and

were seated by the girls.  The only stipulations we

made were that each person had to have a unique hat

and teacup.  One troop made their hats which was cool

and you wouldn't believe how many different kinds of

tea cups there are.  A few of the girls waited on

tables and refilled drinks and munchies throughout the

event.

Once everyone was seated, we called four numbers.

These couples got to play our "How well do you know

your Mom/daughter?" game.  We had four rounds in all.

The moms went with one of my girls and the daughters

went with another.  The girls asked each contestant

questions and wrote the answers down on a large card.

Keeping the answers hidden, they came back and stood

at the front of the room.  We asked the girls

questions about thier moms first.  The girl would

answer then the mom would hold up her card with her

answer.  If they matched, they got a point.  Then we

asked the moms questions and the girls showed their

answers (kind of like the old Newleywed Game).  We

didn't play for winners  as it tends to upset the

younger ones if they don't win.  But the winner got a

round of applause.   Here are the questions we asked:

What was/is your favorite candy and how much did/does

it cost?

What color hair did/do you wish you had?

What did/do you dream of being?

What was/is your favorite TV show?

Did/do you have a nickname?

What did you have to wear to school? (moms only)

What was your first job?  (moms only)

What was your most embarassing moment?

What celebrity did/do you have a crush on?

What was/is your favorite song?

Who was/is your favorite music group/singer?

What was/is your favorite movie?

Where would you take your dream vacation?

If you could have lunch with anyone, who would it be?

What was the most popular toy when you were a kid?

What was/is your favorite school activity?

What is your favorite food?

Which food is the "yuckiest" to you?

What is your favorite restaurant?

How far did/do you have to talk to school?

  We had a great turnout and a lot of positive

feedback.  It was relatively easy to do and loads of

fun for everyone.  For those of you with older girls,

the hours spent on this can count towards Leadership

or service.
