The simplicity of organizing this SinGS is what makes

it so great!

We have held in indoors at a church fellowship hall or

gym.  When the troops arrive, they sign up for the

song and/or game they want to share.  We direct the

troops to find some floor space around the edges of

the room until we're ready to start.  Then we have a

flag ceremony for an opening and start!  We try to

alternate songs and games, usually going in the order

of arrival.  The troop comes to the front of the room

and gives the song name or explains the game rules,

demonstrates, then everyone joins in!  We just keep

going until every troop has had their turn or we run

out of time.  

SinGS is usually scheduled to run 2-3 hours, so if

we're having a snack or SWAP exchange, we try to break

in the middle of the time frame for it.

We have had troops do everything from human knots to

Meet Your Neighbor, and a woodwind quartet performance

to line dancing.  Of course, most of the songs are

those ones that "everyone" knows, which is a big help

to new leaders and troops!

We charge $2 per person, which covers the cost of the

custom patches we order (usually cost $1.50 - $1.75

each).  The remainder covers the copy costs for the

flyers passed out at SU meeting the previous month.

If we have new leaders, we try to put them next to an

older troop to help them learn a simple song to share.

 The Daisy and Brownie troops love it when a Junior or

Cadette troop adopts them at this event!

That's pretty much all there is to it - simple, easy,

and cheap!  If you have any other questions, please

let me know!
