On 7/11/ 2005, Junior Troop 2070 hiked up to Francie’s Cabin and spent the night.  We booked the entire cabin, 20 people maximum, and Summit Huts gave us the discounted rate: $14 per person during the week.

You can book online and the Leader will receive a packet in the mail with details.  Each participant must fill out a waiver.  The total for our trip was $280 plus $15.82 in taxes.  We brought our own food and water and parked at the summer trailhead, called the Spruce Creek Trailhead.

We started out on Spruce Creek Road, turned right on the Aqueduct Road, then left on Crystal Creek Jeep Trail and followed signs to Francie’s Cabin.   It took us about 2 hours to hike up, about 2.7 miles from the car to the cabin.

We settled into the cabin by 2:30 pm and then the entire group hiked up to Lower Crystal Lake.  From the lake you are surrounded by 13,000-foot peaks:  Mt. Helen, Father Dyer, Crystal Peak and Peak 10.  That evening we made dinner, worked on puzzles, made a fire in the wood stove and went in the sauna.  In the morning we ate breakfast and hiked down.  On our way down we saw dozens of wild flowers and it took less than 90 minutes.  It would be a great location to work on an astronomy or hiking badge.
