Special Whatchamacallits Affectionately Pinned Somewhere
or Share With A Pal

Bed Rolls Supplies

Two pieces felt 2" x 4"

2 pieces of yarn, 5-6" in length

Safety pin 

Elder’s glue

Directions: Lay the pieces of felt on top of each other. Roll them up tight. Tie with yarn at ends. Attach pin with glue. 
Paper Quilt Squares 

Supplies: 
Wallpaper samples (that look like fabric) 
Clear contact paper 
Hole punch 
Ribbon Safety pin 
Directions: take wallpaper samples make a quilt square. Layer it between clear contact paper. Punch a hole in a corner and tie a ribbon to it and then tie to a safety pin loop. 
Pennants Supplies: 

Scrap felt 

Laundry marker 

Safety pin 

Directions: cut felt in long triangle like a pennant. Add troop # and safety pin 

Puzzle pins 

Supplies: 

Old puzzle with pieces missing 

Favorite colors of fabric paint 

Fingernail polish with glitter in it 

Glitter 

Modge podge or white glue 

Pin back 

Directions: Paint puzzle and let dry. If putting glitter on it, add glitter before dries. If using fingernail polish let paint dry first. When completely finished modge podge and add pin
