CONSIDERATE & CARING – small heart-shaped jewel

COURAGEOUS & STRONG – a barbell made from a piece of pipe cleaner with pony beads on each end

RESPONSIBLE FOR WHAT I SAY AND DO – small paper doll torn and taped back together

RESPECT MYSELF & OTHERS – a tiny soap, and a small scroll of paper with “please” and “thank you” written on it

RESPECT AUTHORITY -- a tiny American flag

USE RESOURCES WISELY – pull-tab from a soda can

MAKE THE WORLD A BETTER PLACE – earth sticker or other earth item

BE A SISTER TO EVERY GIRL SCOUT – silver and gold ribbons tied together

1.  ______________________Hold up the right hand with the first three fingers up – each finger stands for one part of the GS Promise.  Use this whenever making the Promise.

2.  ______________________A formal way of greeting other Girl Scouts or Girl Guides.  Shake left hands and give the Sign with the right hand.

3.  ______________________”Be Prepared.”

4.  ______________________”Do a good turn daily.”

5.  ______________________When a leader raises her right hand and keeps it raised until each person sees the sign, stops talking, and raises their hand until everyone is quiet.

6.  ______________________With their arms crossed in front of them, girls and adults hold hands while standing in a circle.  This symbolized an unbroken chain of friendship with Girl Scouts and Girl Guides all around the world.

7.  ______________________The Brownie Smile and Make New Friends are two examples.

8.  ______________________Each member proudly wears this green and gold pin.

9.  ______________________While in the friendship circle, one person gently squeezes the hand of the girl next to her and that girl squeezes the next girl and so on.  Everyone is quiet as this action moves around the circle.

10.  _____________________This acronym stands for World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts.  It was set up in 1928 to promote the Girl Guide/Scouts movement world-wide.

11.  _____________________This unifying symbol of WAGGGS is blue and yellow.

12.  _____________________This is a job or chore done during a meeting, trip or project.

13.  _____________________Activities which prepare girls to move to the next Girl Scout level.

14.  _____________________A national voluntary fund drive to promote international friendships and understanding.

15.  _____________________This acronym stands for Special Whatchamacallits Affectionately Pinned Somewhere; usually traded when girls from different troops get together.

History
Timeline of Girl Scout History
· October 31, 1860 - Birth of Juliette Gordon Low in Savannah

· 1910 - Girl Guide movement begins in England

· 1911 - Juliette Low meets Sir Robert Baden-Powell, founder of the Boy Scouts in England and Agnes Baden Powell, founder of Girl Guide in England

· March 12, 1912 - Margaret Daisy Gordon (niece of Low) becomes the first registered Girl Guide in America

· 1913 - Girl Guides of America renamed to Girl Scouts, national headquarters established in Washington, D.C.

· 1915 - Girl Scout organization is incorporated

· 1915 - Juliette Gordon Low elected President of Girl Scouts

· 1916 - Girl Scout headquarters relocated to New York

· 1916 - First Brownie troop organized in Massachusetts

· 1917 - First Lady Wilson becomes first honorary President of the Girl Scouts

· 1917 - First troop for handicapped girls organized in New York

· 1920 - Girl Scouts achieve 100 groups (councils) in 11 states and Hawaii. Membership reaches 70,000 girls

· 1920 - Juliette Gordon Low retires as President of the Girl Scouts and assumes the title, "Founder fo Girl Scouts"

· 1927 - Juliette Gordon Low dies. The Juliette Low World Friendship Fund is established in her honor

· 1929 - Membership reaches 200,000 Girl Scouts

· 1936 - Over 1 million boxes of cookies sold

· 1939 - Over 2 million boxes of cookies sold

· 1944 - Membership reaches 1 million

· 1947 - Name officially changed to "Girl Scouts of the United States of America"

· 1949 - Membership reaches 1.5 million

· 1953 - Girl Scouts of America purchases the birthplace of Juliette Gordon Low in Savannah. Today, the home is a popular tourist attraction.

· 1957 - Membership reaches 3 million

· 1962 - 50th anniversary of Girl Scouts

· 1963 - Girl Scouts divided into 4 age group - Brownie, Junior, Cadette, and Senior

· 1975 - 123 million boxes of cookies sold

· 1979 - Juliette Gordon Low inducted into the National Women's Hall of Fame in New York

· 1980 – Gold and Silver awards introduced

· 1983 - Juliette Gordon Low Federal Building opens in Savannah.

· 1984 - Daisy program launched

· 1986 - Brownie Try-Its introduced

· 1987 - 75th anniversary of Girl Scouts; Post Office issues a stamp commemorating GSUSA
· 1998 - Post Office issues a stamp honoring Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts; over 2.5 million girls and 800,000 adult members

· 2001 – Bronze Award introduced

· 2002 – 90th Anniversary of Girl Scouts
