Books One – Five

The Characters:

Zo'or: Synod Leader - you all know who he is. In this EFC Universe, Zo'or possesses gender - male. He had to keep this fact hidden from the Commonality for fear of being made an outcast. He learned to separate his thoughts from those of the collective consciousness to accomplish this.

Da’an: Companion to North America.

General T'than: Taelon War Minister

Vol. Cadence Blue: Petite, blond haired, green-eyed Volunteer - object of T'than's desire.

Vol. Chandra Sheridan: Cadence's best friend who has been newly assigned to the Mothership. Blond, blue-eyed and nineteen years old, she is our resident innocent - she is a virgin.

Zekhoor: Zo'or's Protector, of the planet Velura. Tall, black-haired and blue eyed, this telepathic race can probe minds. They are peacefully allied with the Taelons. Zekhoor is interested in Chandra Sheridan.

Naor'rin: Zo'or's beautiful, Jaridian mate. She has a sharp tongue and sharp teeth :) Zo'or is quite possessive of her.

Zara: Twenty-five year old former Volunteer who was one of T'than's earlier conquests, formerly imprisoned onboard the ship by him at age nineteen, she is possessed of unusual strength due to being experimented upon with Taelon technology. Now she wanders the ship like a ghost, sometimes to torment those onboard with mildly sadistic acts. Though she is beautiful, T'than's torments have left her empty and bordering on insanity.

Gabriel: Handsome, dark-haired Volunteer who steals Cadence's heart, but he has a dark secret to hide…

Sc'orr: He calls himself the Taelon Sex God. Newly arrived on the Mothership from centuries of exile for, like Zo'or, he is also gendered (male). He was not able to hide his difference from the Commonality and was exiled to Thasis, a desert planet inhabited by a warrior race. He initially stated his desire to make love to every beautiful woman onboard, though this changes when he meets someone he cares for.

The Mirror in Cadence's room: We include this because it is important. Cadence does not realize that her full-length mirror is really a window and a doorway from T'than's office and chambers.

The Story:

The story begins with Cadence Blue discovering that her best friend has just been assigned to the Mothership from the UN Embassy in New York where they both worked together at one time. The events that transpire while T'than secretly observes set the stage for what occurs between T'than and Cadence in the rest of the story as he begins to methodically take over her life…

Book One

The story opens on a fun and light note, with Cadence happily welcoming her best friend, Chandra Sheridan, onboard. They talk casually in her room, teasing each other in front of Cadence's full-length mirror. Chandra's never-ending virginity is the topic of the day. A little girl on girl fun ensues, with Chandra pulling away at the last moment before it gets really serious, leaving Cadence alone to fall asleep in a beautiful sleep outfit that Chandra gave to her.

Unbeknownst to Cadence, T'than had watched both she and Chandra, and when Cadence was finally asleep, he decides to slip through the mirror-door into her room and, placing his fingers to her temples, enters her subconscious and creates a dream for her to participate in, and begin his control of her.

In the dream/nightmare the Taelon gives himself male characteristics and in the haunting dream-realm of her thoughts and surrounded by phantoms of his own design he takes her, bringing her to the brink of climax and then pulling away to leave, but not before telling her that they would meet again.

Cadence awakens in a traumatized state, not so much from the rape but rather that she enjoyed it and rushes off to duty. When she is gone T'than takes her discarded nightwear as a souvenir.

Chandra Sheridan has an unfortunate encounter with the mysterious and psychotic Zara, who makes her first appearance while the other girl is alone in the shower room. Terrified, Chandra rushes into the hallways and into a forbidden area of the ship where she has another unfortunate encounter - this one with T'than. The Taelon can't get the beautiful Cadence out of his mind and cannot deal with the fact that he could be attracted to a lowly human being, so he torments Chandra. But he finds that though she is appealing, she does not enflame him as Cadence does.

Cadence also has a run-in with Zara after being dismissed from the bridge to rest after being insubordinate to Zo'or. She returns to her quarters and goes to bed. A few hours later she is awakened by the volunteer guard and escorted to a detention cell which is not in the detention area, but in a secret area of the ship. She rages, believing that Zo'or decided to arrest her for her behavior and T'than comes and corroborates that story. She is rendered unconscious when she flings herself at him and hits the energy barrier instead.

The next day, she is awakened with a kiss from the most handsome man she has ever seen: A black-haired, blue-eyed volunteer named Gabriel. She begs him to help her escape but he tells her that she is not the only one being unfairly treated by Zo'or - that he was too, and that Zo'or nearly killed him on several occasions. Even though he can't help her, he says that he will be her guardian angel and watch over her while she is confined there. There is a definite attraction between them and after a first kiss Gabriel leaves, fearing that T'than would discover him there with her in a way he should not be.

Cadence is left alone with some food, and a beautiful dress she is to wear. She nibbles a small snack but soon is feeling restless, and aroused! T'than waits just out of her view for the aphrodisiac to take hold and then enters.

A fabulous sex scene follows, with T'than ordering her to be chaste with all others but him and Cadence capitulating in her lust for him at that moment. He again takes her to near climax, promising that he will make her explode in sheer bliss...someday, but not now. Withholding sexual pleasure is his right for she has agreed that he now owns her.

She is left disconsolate, until Gabriel reappears and takes her into his arms and comforts her. Holding leads to kissing and more, but Gabriel cannot understand why Cadence is so frightened to allow him to make love to her. She cannot tell him that T'than threatened Chandra if she disobeys his commands. Gabriel’s soothing and cajoling soon gets the better of her and she succumbs to his charms, even though he says something to her which terrifies her at one point - something once uttered by T'than. She has absolutely no idea that her new love is T’than, who is just using the man’s body for his deceptive masquerade.

When it is over she confesses her desire to escape the ship, but Gabriel begs her to stay, worried for what might happen to her if she is caught. She doesn't want to agree to the request, but decides to remain because she is beginning to have deep feelings for him. 

Later while still confined, Zara again reveals herself to Cadence, who is deeply disturbed by her erratic and unpredictable behavior. Zara seems to have the run of the ship, as well as the secret cell. Cadence tries to keep her distance but Zara is also possessed of unusual strength and it is revealed in the girl's thoughts that T'than had kept her for a time, not only as a sexual distraction but also as a test subject for experimentation, and these things have shattered her mind. It is through Zara that Cadence discovers the Taelon responsible for her captivity - not Zo'or, but T'than.

The War Minister becomes aware of Zara's presence and seeks to torment Cadence further by allowing Zara to assist him; both of them attempting to arouse Cadence and get her to admit that she truly desires T'than. In the end Cadence shuns them both and Zara tries to kill her in her own jealousy over the Taelon.

T'than tells Zara that she is free to kill Cadence for she is only a toy and he does not care for her, leaving Cadence oddly hurt, and diffusing Zara's anger. Now alone, T'than tells Cadence that he is allowing her to go back to her room and to her duties, but that he is aware of her desire to escape to Earth, and that there is a booby-trap now inside her body that will not allow this, placed there by him during an intimate moment.

Feeling betrayed by Gabriel, Cadence flees back to her room, wondering what is in store for her next time at T'than's hands.

Book Two

Chandra Sheridan is horrified to discover that she has been assigned to work in T'than's office. The memories of his misconduct are still fresh and she tries to ignore him and perform her duties, but he initiates conversation to taunt her, telling her that volunteers must be completely obedient to Taelons and that she was reluctant during their last encounter and as such, he can see to it that she never reaches her goal of becoming a Companion Protector. He then tells her that Cadence is closer to it than she could ever hope to be.

Since he brought up the subject of Cadence, Chandra inquires why her friend disappeared for days and now will not speak of what happened to her. She is told that Cadence went on a "mission" and that if Chandra is so curious to discover its purpose that T'than can send her on a very similar one.

Later, alone in T'than's office, Chandra has her own encounter with the mysterious and handsome volunteer named Gabriel, who flirts with her sweetly. However, from Gabriel's point of view, every tiny kiss is compared with those from Cadence, and she is all that he can think about.

Cadence gets a surprise visit from Gabriel, whom she accuses of betraying her will to leave the ship to T'than. He denies it and says that such a revelation would only bring harm to them both.

Eventually they wind up in each other's arms and Cadence finds herself being made love to with nearly inhuman force and at one point feeling positively electrified, not realizing that with every touch her lover is sending small charges of energy into her - Taelon energy.

Unable to cope with the intensity of the strange sensations inside of her she faints and wakes up hours later to discover Gabriel gone, and an eerie, alien symbol painted over her chest, the meaning of which she does not know.

Later, back on duty in T'than's office after her time off to rest after her imprisonment the War Minister taunts her anew, creating adversarial competition between she and Chandra by telling Cadence that he is considering petitioning to make her best friend his Protector and that he will have Chandra at his beck and call to do anything he wants her to. Cadence is both fearful for Chandra as well as enraged that T'than might choose the other girl over herself.

Enter Sc'orr, a tall and handsome Taelon just returned from exile. His crime: Possessing emotions as well as gender. He has been looking for volunteers to staff his new office for he will have much to do as the new Ambassador to Taelon/Human Relations. And at the moment, Sc'orr wishes to have relations with the beautiful Cadence Blue, and tells T'than that he wants Cadence, as well as her friend Chandra Sheridan to be reassigned to work in his office.

Then he notices Cadence working nearby at a console and begins flirting with her. Seeing an opportunity to make T'than jealous, she reciprocates the handsome Taelon's attentions, even allowing him to kiss her softly. He tells her that she would be much happier working for him in his offices.

After he leaves an enraged T'than triggers the device he placed within Cadence and watches gleefully as she grips her belly in pain and realization that he did indeed implant her just as he said before releasing her from his special cell.

He notices the mark on her chest and coerces her to remove the top part of her uniform, telling her that she disobeyed him by obviously allowing another to touch her. She denies it and says that she drew the mark herself.

T'than asks her if she would like to be reassigned to Sc'orr's office before he calls in Chandra to inform her that she will now be working for him as his protector. Devastated, Cadence tells him to reassign her and that she will never return after this day. T'than responds by saying that he will reclaim her, if only as an act of mercy before he destroys her.

Though feeling very ashamed that T’than can inspire such emotion in her she cannot deny her heartache over his casual disregard. In tears, she flees from his office and heads toward her new assignment in Sc’orr’s.
Book Three

Cadence Blue arrives to Sc'orr's offices and awaits her new orders but instead finds herself under the being's lustful scrutiny and within moments she is taken into his arms. She chides herself for wishing it was T'than showering her with his amorous attentions and tries to enjoy herself until Sc'orr tries to unzip her uniform. Fearful that he would see the symbol on her chest, though she doesn't know why, she backs off.

Sc'orr is deeply concerned over her distress and tells her that she should return to her room to rest and shocks her by saying that she does not have to worry because it was as difficult for T'than to send her away as it was for her to leave, and then holds up his glowing hands -- hands that were all over her body and drinking in her thoughts and feelings.

Back in his offices, T'than goes to his chambers to try and rest and cleanse his thoughts of the green-eyed-girl who has been dominating them lately. He tells himself that she is just a toy, and something to torment and play with and that he doesn't care that she could now be in Sc'orr's arms.

Then he has a strange experience -- he finds himself having a dream where he has been split into two beings -- the logical T'than, and the emotional one. These two personas are forced to participate in a trial very similar to what Siobhan Beckett experienced as she died in the Season One Episode, "Redemption," and in fact, this chapter is called, "T'than's Redemption," where he is put on trial for the crime of love.

In the end he is found guilty but told that in love there is no crime; however there will be punishment as he deals with love's glories and agonies, and inflicts them also on the one he desires.

Meanwhile, Sc'orr thinks over what he picked up from Cadence's thoughts and decides to attempt to make the War Minister realize that he has feelings for the human. He leaves T'than a message telling him that he and Cadence had an erotic afternoon together in the hopes that T'than will become jealous. His intentions are good but he does not realize that any consequences T'than could mete out would not be inflicted upon him.

Now awake from the strange dream T'than is alerted that Cadence is in the shuttle bay and trying to escape back to Earth. He calls on his personal minions and they retrieve her and Cadence finds herself in the secret cell once more.

T'than orders her stripped, accusing her of breaking her promise of being solely his, with Sc'orr. Cadence denies it, not understanding why Sc'orr would lie and make trouble for her. Then, to her horror, T'than tells two of his volunteers to have their way with her and soon she is being held down on the bed, surrounded on all sides by his men as the Taelon appears to watch impassively.

The War Minister is deeply affected by what he sees. In trying to prove to himself that she doesn't matter to him he has only made himself angry and jealous, and suddenly calls off the men before they do anything to her.

Exhausted, Cadence curls into a ball and falls into a fitful sleep, however it is not long after that she is awakened by an anxious T'than, who tells her that Zo'or is demanding to see them both on the bridge at once. He gives her a uniform and threatens that if she reveals anything to the leader that she will not live long enough to enjoy the victory.

They meet Zo'or who releases Cadence back to her duties and proceeds to question T'than on why he removed both Chandra and Cadence from bridge duty. While they argue, Cadence sneaks back in to listen, as well as to be close to T'than. In the past few days she has noticed that she feels a bit ill when they are parted. Unknown to her, T'than has noticed that he also feels unwell at times.

Later, Zo'or summons her back to the bridge to question her about her whereabouts for the past several days. Cadence is terrified through the entire interrogation because she fears that she may accidentally reveal something she should not. Her terror becomes near hysteria when Zo'or initiates a sharing to get the answers he wants, but instead of providing answers, his moments in her mind raise more questions when he sees an eerie symbol there as well as the name Gabriel.

Cadence does not reveal that the symbol he sees is the one still fading on her chest and that she is haunted by it and by not knowing what it means. Uncooperative and exhausted she demands to leave, but Zo'or calls in the guards and orders them to take her to the detention area. Cadence begs him to let her return to her room and Zo'or acquiesces since for some reason the idea of being confined terrifies her.

On the verge of collapse, Cadence leaves and heads towards her room.
Book Four

After her frightening meeting with Zo'or, Cadence is found in the corridors by T'than, though she doesn't know it because he has once more taken the human form of the handsome Gabriel. He is angry to know that the Synod leader abused her but also in desperate need to know if she revealed anything that Zo'or could use against him in the future.

Back in her quarters he asks her repeatedly but Cadence does not want to talk about it, and distracts him with her affections. Fantastic lovemaking ensues and the Taelon experiences his first night of human sleep, which he finds unnerving. Both he and the girl are still feeling weak and unwell, and yet their lust for each other increases. 

Gabriel knows he should return to his Taelon form but does not want to leave Cadence. They take a shower together and are suddenly overtaken by extreme desire for one another. The sex is so intense that Gabriel collapses afterwards and has to be helped back to Cadence's room by his hysterical lover.

Later she brings him food, commenting playfully on how he acts like he has never eaten before. Soon it is time for her to report for duty, now assigned back to the bridge shift and away from T'than but before she leaves Gabriel presses her again to tell him what happened while she was alone with Zo'or. She tells him about the questions, and finally, the sharing, which secretly infuriates Gabriel. But he is very satisfied to know that his control over her is strong, for even under extreme duress, she had not betrayed him.

After Cadence leaves, promising to keep an open datastream to monitor him, Gabriel contacts T'than's minions to come and help him back to the consciousness transfer room. The human body is showing signs of overuse and T'than needs to escape it soon.

Knowing she watches, Gabriel pretends to struggle with the men who come for him and stick a needle into his neck, Taelon core energy that makes him feel much better, though for her benefit he goes still and unconscious. Soon he is back in his Taelon body and resting in his room, still not feeling completely normal and not knowing why.

Cadence bolts from the bridge but retreats to her room after hours of fruitless searching for her abducted lover. T'than calls her and torments her with the image of an unconscious Gabriel and beckons her to his office and tells her to wear something nice for him because she will want to please him.

Wearing raggedy clothes, the opposite of what he wanted, his guards escort her to him where he reminds her that he knows that she has broken her promise by being with the human, and then he brings up Gabriel's image, pressing a button to make the unconscious body spasm, though Cadence thinks the man is being tortured. She pleads with him to stop and says that she will do anything that T'than asks her to do. He replies that from now on she will report to him and serve him as he desires, and if she does not, that he will kill Gabriel.

Resigned to her fate, Cadence agrees and is led back to the secret cell. She and T'than argue and he tells her that he wants to know exactly what Zo'or saw in her mind, and to that end, he forces a sharing with her. But suddenly something goes wrong and they both are overtaken with that strange sick feeling and dizziness, and Cadence screams that T'than's body is burning her and the Taelon realizes the true reason for their odd condition:

He is in Ka'atha'am, and because he had been infusing her with his tainted energy during their lovemaking, she too was infected. Their bodies sought complete union and the Taelon is shocked and in denial over this. He nearly kills her before breaking away. Cadence faints and when she awakens he tells her that such torment was by his design and can be repeated if she disobeys. He is not about to tell her about the Ka'atha'am, however he does reveal to her that she gave in to him at last, and offered herself to him, and that they had sex - Taelon style.

Cadence can't believe it, but she cannot deny the attraction her body feels when she is near him. She has also begun to sense him in her mind, though she is unable to decipher his thoughts. T'than is far more adept, and the more energy he offers her, the clearer her thoughts become in his mind.

She demands to see Gabriel and T'than complies, deciding that it would make another excellent opportunity to test her reactions around the human. Her clothes were destroyed during their joining so she wears only a bed sheet as she is escorted to a small lab, wherein lays her unconscious boyfriend. T'than had told her that the man was ill with a sickness given to him by the Taelons and that if she agrees to obey his every wish, he can be healed.

Cadence is beside herself with grief, not knowing that T'than is deeply resentful and jealous of her affection for the shell that only lives when his essence is within it. He can't accept that humans do not have the ability to see beyond the body to the essence inside of it.

Cadence agrees to his terms and begs T'than to make Gabriel well. The Taelon, angered by these new emotions she brings about in him, decides to prove to himself that she is nothing to him but a lowly human servant. He tells her that he will heal the man after she completes one, final test, which opens the most heart-wrenching scene in the series when he orders his men to rape her.

As he watches her taken in front of him, T'than finally comes to the realization that he loves her, and before a second man can use her he kills him in a violent fit of rage, leaving his other men to retreat from the room in fear.

He attempts to talk to her but the girl is in a catatonic state and T'than, in helpless defeat, carries her back to her room through the secret mirror passageway, hoping that a good night's sleep can restore her spirit that he has destroyed in the name of his pride.

The next day, Cadence gets a visit from Naor'rin, the Jaridian Liaison. Zo'or has sent her to discover why Cadence has been behaving so strangely of late. Naor'rin suspects that T'than is at the bottom of the girl's despair, because years ago, he had tormented Naor'rin too. However even in her numbed state Cadence will not implicate him, too afraid of the consequences that could befall Gabriel. She does reveal that she was raped by "volunteers."

Naor'rin confesses to Cadence that she is secretly mated to Zo'or and that due to that she has some authority and could protect Cadence if she chooses to ever come forward with more information.

After she leaves, Cadence returns to duty, though she is no longer the same vivacious girl that she once was.

Book Five

Burdened with guilt over the rape of Cadence, T'than decides to let her go by erasing all of her memories of him and past events. To this end he enters her mind after she falls asleep one night in her room. It is just like the first time when he entered her dreams, beginning their tumultuous relationship. But unlike the first time Cadence is far more prepared to fight his intrusion. She thinks that he is there to take her memories so he can abuse her all over again and a terrible battle between them ensues on the dream plane. She creates an energy blade and almost kills him with it, awakening moments later back in reality with a truly injured T'than lying atop her. He steals a little of her energy to sustain himself, furiously promising her that he will make her pay for her daring and that what she has suffered at his hands previously is nothing compared to what will come.

He also tells her that she will pay dearly because he intends to return Gabriel to her cured of his illness and just as he was, leaving her mystified because that was what she wanted, and yet he uttered it as a threat!

He leaves her room then, realizing that he had forgotten how much he enjoyed her when she was wild, as well as enjoying her fear, and also happy that during her anger while they fought that she had finally come back all the way from the shock she had suffered.

Later, walking in the corridors, Cadence is elated to see Gabriel. He is flushed and full of health, but when she asks him to come with her back to her room he doesn't know where it is despite having been there many times. She also notices that his behavior has also changed, and not for the better; he is coarse and rude but she chalks it up to him just being out of sorts from his long illness.

He wants to have sex and Cadence feels almost like she is being raped all over again. She pays him back for his disrespectful behavior by causing him a minor injury and as the irked young man hurriedly dresses to leave she discovers that he has no memory of ever meeting her and Cadence decides that T'than must have altered his personality and memory to avenge what she did to him the night before. Unknown to her, this is what Gabriel is really like when his body is not being usurped by the Taelon.
Gabriel leaves to brag about the experience to his friends and Cadence is left utterly heartbroken.

Meanwhile, T'than leaves the Mothership, headed to the distant outpost of Kiron to try and clear his mind and forget Cadence, and overcome Ka'atha'am on his own.

Back aboard the ship, Cadence has another eerie encounter with T'than's former plaything, Zara, who tells her that T'than is more dangerous to Cadence than he ever was to her, because he loves her and could destroy her in his attempts to deny that.

Chandra Sheridan is so happy to see Cadence after almost a month of trying to reach her, telling her joyfully that she is in love and that she is now an aspiring Companion Protector. Cadence is delighted for her but her friend can tell that something is seriously wrong and begs Cadence to tell her what has been happening in her life.

Cadence finally reveals her torment at T'than's hands, leaving out the rape, and how the Taelon took her lover and returned him to her a different person. Then she tells Chandra that she must find T'than to confront him about Gabriel and persuades her to hack into T'than's computer's database and discover his whereabouts because she was told he had left the ship.

Reluctantly, Chandra complies, and is overjoyed to inform Cadence that the War Minister has left the ship indefinitely. The news has the opposite effect on Cadence, who is absolutely distraught! Cadence tells her that she has to leave the ship and go to him, and that she needs Chandra's help again to accomplish this.

A terrible argument ensues with Chandra accusing Cadence of loving not only Gabriel, but T'than as well. Cadence can only say that there is a hidden side to T'than that he reveals only to her -- she is convinced that he loves her too. Then she tells Chandra that ever since T'than left that she feels physically ill and that if she doesn't find him that she will die.

Chandra is not entirely convinced that this is true, but sympathizes with her friend's distress and schedules her with a troop of volunteers leaving the ship for Kiron.

After a tense journey Cadence finds herself on Kiron unaware that T'than has already sensed her presence and is waiting for her. Operating on a sixth sense she finds him and accuses him of going back on his promise to her that if she obeyed him that he would heal Gabriel. T'than says that he did grant her wish and returned Gabriel to the way he was.

They are drawn to each other and when he kisses her Cadence is ready to give in to his will but he pushes her away violently, telling her in an agonized voice that everything is all her fault. She flees him, not understanding what he means and tormented by her own guilty desires. She wants to catch a final shuttle leaving Kiron and return to the Mothership and leave the volunteer service forever but gets lost on the base.

T'than finds her and leads her to a private room and tells her that if she wants to go he will let her, but that if she does that he will die, and perhaps, so will she. She wants to know why but he will not elaborate, saying that the Taelons do not openly discuss it. She agrees to remain if he will agree to stop the agony she is suffering but T'than offers no guarantees, only that if there is any chance for survival at all, that she must stay with him and join with him, and that he must teach her to endure it so that what happened in the cell will not be repeated.

Unfortunately, training her involves binding her to a wall so her struggles with the pain she will certainly feel at first will not injure them both. She is furious with him but he soon makes her forget by showing her how to experience pleasure on another level -- a Taelon one. It is intense, and by the end of it she is in agony but he releases her and comforts her, holding her in his arms as she falls asleep, but warning her also that she must be stronger because what is to come will make what she has just experienced seem mild in comparison.

T'than wonders to himself how Cadence will react when she finally discovers what will happen should he be able to teach her to join with him completely, and if she will be happy and accepting of the final result...
