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THE INAL UENCE OF CL ASSROOM NORMS

Abstract

This study applies the socid context mode within which to examine the rdationsof antisocid and eggressve and -
cd withdrawn behaviors to peer victimization as functions of the dassroom norms of these behaviors. Based on a large
sample of 4650 midde school students, the results sypport the hypotheses that the dassroom norm of aggresson and socid
withdrawd , regpectively , attenuates the negative asociations between these two behaviors at the student level and peer

victimization.
