GWF MAIN EVENT! (#2)

Deimos Intergalactic Arena

Deimos, Mars  – October 2074

Footage was shown from last month’s Main Event where Omega managed to pin Blacklash within two minutes of their the tag team main event match between he and Morpheus and Dorado Sundown.  Johnny Comet announces that on the Main Event tonight we’ll see the first round of the GWF Galactic Tag Team Title tournament!  And furthermore, before the action begins, Dorado Sundown is backstage with comments! 

Blacklash: Listen up my pony-ridin’ compadres.  Morpheus and Omega, the last time that the four of us were all together you succeeded in doing something that folks on Dorado know better than to do.  You embarrassed Dorado Sundown.  Instead of going toe to toe and fighting us like men, you looked for an opportunity to put us away and end the match before it even started!  Now that might be the way of tenderfooted GWF’ers like you, but let me promise you it ain’t the way of Dorado Sundown.  Tell’em Bullwhip. 

Bullwhip: That’s right, and tonight you’ve got a bad situation on your hands Omega and Morpheus.  Tonight you got your hands full of Blacklash and Bullwhip.  And there ain’t nothin you can do about it!  Because there ain’t gonna be no quick finishes tonight.  There ain’t gonna be no hitting the showers before you break a sweat!  We’re ready for whatever you got to throw at us, and we’re gonna be throwin a little back!  Because me and Blacklash ain’t here to play.  We ain’t here to have no friendly competition, shake hands, and ride off into the sunset!  No… we’re here to make the GWF our own, and you’re in our sights boys! 

SCREW vs. SANTON.  The maniacal looking Screw sat in a corner.  One had to speculate if either he or Santon was made nervous by the other.  Both men were incredibly bizarre.  The two men fought like gladiators, with Santon giving up a serious size and strength advantage while benefitting from his own speed advantage.   Screw held the advantage for most of this match, gradually beating down Santon and displaying his tremendous power by tossing the mysterious Loner around the ring.  Finally the match came to an end when Screw charged the corner to tackle Santon, but the Loner moved out of the way, sending Screw colliding with the ring post!  The referee ran in to check on Screw, but Santon shoved him out of the way and rammed Screw’s head into the ring post!  The ref called for the bell!  

Santon was beginning to exit the ring as Screw suddenly stood to his feet, adjusting his face plate as if he’d never been flung into the post at all!  As Santon saw this he stepped back into the ring and came after Screw, only to receive a hard lariat for his trouble!  Santon layed on the canvass as Screw looked to the rafters, raising both of his arms in victory.  Many of the fans actually cheered on this masked monster!  

A video promo for the GWF Galactic Tag Team Tittle tournament was shown in which Morpheus stipulates the rules of the tournament while showing footage from throughout the month of different tag teams signing up to compete in the tournament.  Some surprise entries were the duos of Torin Caelum and Commander Sam… and the even more unlekly pairing of Ricken Prince and K.O. Keller!  
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TORIN CAELUM/COMMANDER SAM vs. RICKEN PRINCE/K.O. KELLER.  Commander Sam and Ricken Prince began the match with Prince engaging Commander Sam in an intense staredown.  Sam did not blink, but kept his eyes intently on those of Ricken’s.  The Prince finally laughed haughtily, before Sam nailed him with a hard right hand!  Commander Sam overwhelmed the big Prince, but it was only a matter of time before Prince was able to fight back, giving Sam a first hand display of just how powerful he was before tagging out to Keller.  Torin Caelum soon entered, giving the fans an entirely different type of match as the veterans, Caelum and Keller squared off.  It wasn’t long before Ricken Prince was back in the contest, nailing Caelum with the ROYAL DECREE…but was unable to keep the veteran down for the 3-count!  Ricken Prince stood back and waited for Caelum to get up … then nailed another ROYAL DECREE, but this time the man from Sagitta was not able to get up.  Ricken Prince covered him for the 3-count to advance he and Keller to the semi-finals. 

Backstage a beautiful blonde woman stood with a smile upon her face in a short red dress.  In her hand she held an AUC (Amplified Universal Communicator) which would function the same as an old fashioned microphone, with the exception that it would also translate every spoken language into the common tongue of the spectators.  As she waits, Blood and Jammer walk onto the set… Blood puffing on his cigar.

GO74: Hello, I’m GO74, the holographic interviewer!  And I’m standing by waiting for Blood and Jammer, who will be facing the Mensans tonight in the tag team tournament!  How did you two guys ever become friends? 

Jammer: Let me correct you there.  Blood and I aren’t friends.  We never have been friends.  We’re never going to be friends.  Just because we’re partners doesn’t mean that we hang out after the matches together and drink a few beers.  If you want the truth, this man’s cigar smoke has nearly driven me to murder on several occasions.  He is one of the foulest Albierons that I’ve ever known, and if it weren’t for the fact that he was my partner… I would kill him slowly!  

GO74: My goodness, it seems that there’s some real deep seeded hatred going on here.  Blood were you aware of your partner’s feelings? 

Blood: Let’s drop the sentimental garbage.  <puffs>  Let me talk to you about a month ago when I got in the ring with that big freak, Ricken Prince.  You look at me and you say that I’m disgusting…but at least I don’t have four butt cracks on my chin.  Anyone who has that particular deformity has got to have a serious advantage in this sport, because not only should you be afraid of touching his face… but of touching him, period.  I put that guy in a scissor hold and I swear he giggled like a 12 year old girl.  

GO74: That’s interesting, but do you have any comments about your opponents tonight, the Mensans?  

Blood: Not really, maybe he does. 

Jammer: The Mensans… last week they got beat by a team that’s never been out of water for time than it takes to suck people out of their fishing boats.  They don’t scare me.  You know, Defiance is a great tag team for one reason… because I hate him and he doesn’t care about winning!  We’re just out there to raise hell, and that’s exactly what we’re about to do all over the Mensans! 

GO74: Good luck gentlemen! 
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DEFIANCE vs. MENSANS.  Blood and Trotarus started the match, and that’s as far as it ever got.  While Defiance utilized a straight forward high impact style, it was clear that the Mensans had a more cerebral method.  Trotarus tossed Blood out of the ring and exited to continue the battle while Jammer engaged Cordsar inside the ring.  Meanwhile Trotarus picked up a chair and tossed it at Blood just before the referee turned to see him holding the chair, then Trotarus ran face first into the foreign object!  The referee called the bell, thinking that Blood had intentionally used a chair to his advantage!  The Mensans had won their way into the second round!  But Blood seemed to get over his shock easily and crowned Trotarus with the chair as Jammer clotheslined Cordsar out of the ring!  

Footage was shown from the last Main Event where CrossCurrents debuted, shocking the Mensans with there extraordinary tag team ability.  Footage then switched to clips of Solar Flare and Moonstrike in action!  They were Paladin Power, coming over straight from POW, and they were there to capture the GWF World Tag Team titles!  Backstage Vortex and Thetis of CrossCurrents stood by for comment.  

Thetis: Last week we proved to the world watching on holovisions that the CrossCurrents were not meant to be taken lightly.  Our abilities are far beyond those of land dwellers.  Our tag team expertise is far beyond anything that anyone in the GWF can rival.  We see the GWF Tag Team Titles hanging in the balance, and we see a clear road for us to march to retrieve them! 

Vortex: Indeed, the people of Thalassis were thrilled with their tag team, their hope of glory!  We have been selected to come to the GWF because we are the two greatest warriors in Thalassis.  We will not let our people down.  Paladin Power will join the Mensans in the category of tag teams to be defeated at the hands of CrossCurrents! 
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CROSSCURRENTS vs. PALADIN POWER.  The two wrestling superstars from Titan were seen in the GWF for the first time as they prepared to meet the tag team that has impressed more than any other in the GWF to this time, CrossCurrents.  Although Solar Flare and Moonstrike were no slouches in the agility department, they did not compare to CrossCurrents whose quick tags and fast paced offense made Paladin Power’s head spin.  After 6 minutes Solar Flare had been weakened and Moonstrike was beginning to weaken as Vortex and Thetis fought like they could go for another for hours.  Thetis and Vortex outshined Paladin Power in every way until a cardinal mistake allowed Solar Flare to nail Vortex with a Titan Drop!  Flare then hit a top rope legdrop to get then pin over Vortex and carry Paladin Power to victory!  

It was a truly fine display of tag team wrestling at its best, and the fans applauded not for either team, but for both teams and the effort that they displayed.  In a move that would please both the spectators on Deimos, the viewers beyond, and Omega himself… the two teams shook hands and then raised one another’s arms in a true display of respect for one another.   Backstage Omega and Morpheus, who have begun to dub themselves the Guardians over the past month, were standing by for comments prior to the main event. 

Morpheus: It seems that Omega and I have made our first mistake in the early stages of the GWF.  A team like Dorado Sundown never should have been allowed onto the roster.  First of all, they’re really a very poor tag team.  As we demonstrated last week, we can defeat them in just under a minute with no tags at all.  That doesn’t speak very well of the competition here.  Although I realize that any team which stands against the two greatest wrestling stars of the 21st century is destined to fall, I like to think that there are teams out there that can give us a run for our money.  Last month, Blacklash and Bullwhip, we found out that you aren’t one of them. 

Omega: The road has been smooth.  The walk has been tiresome, but pleasant…until now.  Now I look down and find a thorn in my sole.  Two thorns actually.  They are Blacklash and Bullwhip from Dorado.  They have come making claims that they can not back up and threats that they can not deliver on.  They are the type of pollution that can cloud the bright horizons of good sportsmanship and fair play.  They are not the type that I had hoped we would be seeing so early in the foundational stages of the GWF.  They are an element of destruction that will try to eat away at the foundation that my partner and I have created.  But the end is coming  for them… and the end is tonight when we defeat them once again and prove to the world that their threats are indeed empty.
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THE GUARDIANS vs. DORADO SUNDOWN.  Since Omega was the one to score the quick pin during the last matchup between these two teams, Morpheus decided to start the match with Blacklash this time.  The fans in Deimos were strongly on the side of Omega and Morpheus and totally against the elements that Dorado Sundown brought to the GWF.  This time Dorado Sundown proved that they were ready for the Guardians, as Morpheus offense was stopped cold by Blacklash, who tagged out to Bullwhip to continue the punishment.  Bullwhip came very close to putting Morpheus away a few times before Morpheus was able to tag out to Omega.  The crowd exploded as Omega entered the ring and began to pummel Bullwhip, but the man from Dorado was able to tag out to Blacklash who took the advantage back for his side.  Omega once again began to fight back, but was rolled up in a sunset flip at 8:41 for the pinfall!  Dorado Sundown had defeated the Guardians!  

Omega looked shocked inside the ring as Morpheus entered and knocked Blacklash out of the ring with a shoulder block.  Dorado Sundown had made good on their claim and eliminated the Guardians from the tournament!  The crowd was more than just a little upset at their victory.  Blacklash and Bullwhip walked backstage proclaiming that the GWF and the Tag Team titles belonged to them!  Inside the ring Morpheus looked on in disgust as Omega’s face looked grim and vacant.  Johnny Comet announced that next week they would have comments from the Guardians, Dorado Sundown, and the Semi-Finals of the GWF Galactic Tag Team Title Tournament!
