GWF MAIN EVENT! (#3)

Deimos Intergalactic Arena

Deimos, Mars  – November 2074

Footage aired from the last GWF event in October in which the Guardians squared off with Dorado Sundown in the Galactic Tag Team Title tournament.  On this occasion Dorado Sundown would truly demonstrate that they were a capable tag team, defying the odds and pushing the Guardians to a 12 minute contest before Blacklash rolled Omega up with a sunset flip and got the win!  Johnny Comet announced that before the Main Event for November got underway that some pre-recorded comments from Dorado Sundown would be aired! 

Bullwhip: Yeeeeeeeeeeeeeeehah!  Did you see the look on that injun’s face when the referee’s hand hit the mat for the third time?  I thought ol’ Morpheus was going to have himself a seizure for a minute!  You all underestimated Dorado Sundown!  I even heard a certain individual say that we were nothin but a couple of hillbilly bruisers who couldn’t pull our own weight in this federation.  But if beating Omega and Morpheus doesn’t prove that wrong… I don’t know what will!  

Blacklash: Boys, you got lucky back in September when you beat us so quickly.  That’s all I can say about that, because actions speak louder than words and last week we returned the favor!  Only this time it wasn’t no quick rollup and run!  We carried your butts for 12 minutes and then we put you away just like a couple of dyin’ horses!  Now who looks to be the fools?  You accuse us of sending empty threats?  Boys, there ain’t nothin whatsoever empty about my threats.  <smiles>  We intend to make good on’em.  We’ve decided that the GWF ought to be our federation, and if beatin’ two skunks like you is all that we have to do to get our way then boys… step aside now or you’re gonna get yourselves hurt! 

Johnny Comet opened up the GWF broadcast, announcing that tonight would be the semi-finals of the GWF Galactic Tag Team Title tournament!  The two winners would meet at GWF Road To Glory next month.  As the “Road To Glory” logo was shown, the Mensans were heading down to ringside to take on Ricken Prince and K.O. Keller.  

GWF Galactic Tag Team Title Tournament / Semi-Finals

THE MENSANS vs. RICKEN PRINCE/K.O. KELLER.  The Mensans had used an interesting strategy on the last Main Event to advance past Defiance, but it was a sure bet that K.O. Keller and Ricken Prince were prepared for any similar stunts from Cordsar and Trotarus.  The match got started with Trotatus hitting Keller with an ear ringer… which seemed to make Keller very angry as he unleashed a K.O. Flurry on Trotarus.  The Mensan went down in a heap as Keller made the pin.  Neither Cordsar or Prince moved, as everyone was sure that Trotarus would kick out… but he didn’t!  Keller’s punches had completely knocked the Mensan senseless!  K.O. Keller and Ricken Prince were advancing to the finals!  

Backstage Commander Sam was having a conversation with Morpheus when he was approached by the war hero from Cygnus, Torpor!  Morpheus just stood back and watched as Torpor poked one of his fingers into Commander Sam’s chest. 

Torpor: Sssssaaaam.  You think you are finisssshed with me?  The war is not over Sssssaaam.  Not until I sssseeeee you facccce down on the ground like ssssssso many Americansssss faccccce down on sssssscorched earth.  <begins to laugh, but Sam is not amused>

Morpheus brings his arm up to block Sam as he begins to jump toward Torpor.  

Morpheus: Not here … in the ring.  

Commander Sam: Torpor, if you are the last soldier from Cygnus who is still fighting… I can end the Galactic Wars tonight!  I’ll see you in the ring!  

The crowd cheered on Commander Sam as he headed toward the ring with Morpheus behind him and Torpor bringing up the rear.  Morpheus instructed the timekeeper to ring the bell as soon as both men were in the ring.  

COMMANDER SAM vs. TORPOR.  The bell was rung, and the two men stood across the ring from one another.  The crowd chanted Sam’s name, as in his red, white, and blue wrestling attire he was a symbol of something that so many people held close to their hearts.  He was a symbol for survival, for reconstruction, for patriotism.  Torpor on the other hand was a symbol of all of the things that the people of Earth and Mars wanted to forget.  Sam struck out viciously in the opening moments, grounding Torpor and putting a stop to his taunting.  Torpor was persistent in his attempts to damage his opponent, but his attempts were feeble at best.  Sam hit Torpor with the STAR SPANGLED BANNER, nearly knocking the Cygnus native’s head right off.  Sam then covered Torpor for the pinfall in just 3 minutes and 33 seconds!  

Footage was played of the first meeting between Torin Caelum and Santon on the first GWF card in September.  The match ended with Torin Caelum wrapping Santon up in the CAELUM’S GRIP and then holding it until Santon passed into unconsciousness.  Santon suffered his second GWF defeat on the last Main Event where the masked Loner got carried away and slammed Screw’s head into the ring post.  This pre-recorded interview from Santon was taped earlier in the week. 

Santon: Torin Caelum, you defeated me on the first GWF event.  I remember laying there in your clutch and debating with myself whether I should fight my way out or simply come back and try again another day with a greater understanding of your strengths and weaknesses.  I decided on the latter, and now here I am.  They call me Santon…but that is not my name.  It’s irrelevant to worry about what my name is.  Its irrelevant what I look like under this mask.  I have come to the GWF for a specific purpose…one that you could never understand.  But now after two months I am finally ready to defeat you.  I believe that if all things remain constant, I will walk away the victor tonight.  What that means…I don’t know.  I would not venture to place any value on it.  But let’s just try it and see.  

Johnny Comet commented that if he were Torin Caelum he would be very wary of the the man that is being called Santon, as he seems to have some objective that no one is familiar with.  Torin Caelum was already in the ring, looking to pick back up on his winning streak after dropping the tag team match last month on the Main Event.  Santon stepped down to the ring slowly but surely, stepping awkwardly through the ropes as if it were a difficult task for him.  

TORIN CAELUM vs. SANTON.  The rematch between these two kicked off with Santon getting the early advantage, planting Caelum and hitting a double axe handle off the top turnbuckle perfectly on target.  The crowd got very loud as Santon hoisted Caelum up early in the match and nailed him with the SPIKE PILEDRIVER.  It was thought to be over…but Caelum kicked out!  Santon threw Torin Caelum out of the ring and waited for him inside.  When Caelum was able to crawl in, Santon once again hoisted him up and nailed the SPIKE PILDEDRIVER.  But AGAIN Torin Caelum kicked out and the match went on!  Santos seemed almost bewildered and out of options at this point.  Torin Caelum fought back, showing Santon that he wasn’t going to be rolled over so easily.  Santon at times seemed almost impossible to hurt, demonstrating the same inhuman resistance to pain that Screw did in their last meeting.  Santon eventually started a comeback, but found himself hooked in CAELUM’S GRIP!  The crowd went wild as Caelum had the hold cinched on.  Santon fought it at first but then his body went suddenly limp… the referee stopped the match and awarded the victory to Torin Caelum!  

Backstage Commander Sam was standing with GO74, the holographic interviewer. 

GO74: Hello, I am GO74, your holographic interviewer.  Commander Sam, you’ve now defeated Torpor, your enemy from Cygnus, two times straight!  What have you got to say to all of your many supporters here on Deimos? 

Commander Sam: I have this to say… that the Galactic Wars are over.  The day might not ever come that we’ll have to stop looking on the ugliness of Cygnus that Torpor represents.  But don’t mistake those sour grapes for anything other than what they are.  Torpor hates America, he hates the UFSP, and he hates everyone that represents our alliance!  The only thing we can do to men from him who have come to compete in this “friendly” environment is to meet them every time they try to take a step forward and knock them back again.  That’s exactly what I’ll do to anyone who comes to Deimos and tries to set themselves above us.  You can have confidence in me that I’ll get the job done.  

GO74: Thank you Commander, back to you Johnny! 

As Dorado Sundown walked down to the ring to meet Paladin Power, Johnny Comet mentioned that Commander Sam’s win over Torpor would put him on top of the rankings with Torin Caelum who were both 2-0.  On the other hand of course, Torpor would now go to the very bottom of the rankings with the mysterious Santon.  

GWF Galactic Tag Team Title Tournament / Semi-Finals

PALADIN POWER vs. DORADO SUNDOWN.  It was Blacklash and Bullwhip’s first match with anyone other than Omega and Morpheus, and the crowd demonstrated that they were just as resentful of them this month as they were the last.  Moonstrike got a big pop from the crowd as he started the match with Bullwhip.  Paladin Power displayed the same kind of tag team expertise that they did in last month’s match with CrossCurrents, but Blacklash and Bullwhip didn’t allow themselves to be surprised by their abilities as Thetis and Vortex did.  The duo from Dorado turned things around when Moonstrike tagged out to Solar Flare and as Blacklash engaged Moonstrike outside the ring Bullwhip hit the TWELVE O’CLOCK HIGH and pinned Solar Flare for the 3-count.  Dorado Sundown was in the finals!  

Footage was shown of some of the prior meetings between Morpheus and Jammer in POW prior to their jump to the GWF.  The two were involved in many a violent struggle in that blood and guts federation, many of which ended in a stalemate due to blood loss or both men’s inability to continue.   Now tonight for the first time, Morpheus and Jammer would collide in the GWF!   Backstage Omega and Morpheus stood for comments. 

Omega: Morpheus, it seems that we have unintentionally unleashed a deadly poison into the GWF.  That poison is Dorado Sundown.  I have never liked having to look across the ring at an opponent who I did not respect.  If two combatants do not have mutual respect for the other, they have nothing but a desire to inflict pain.  And on this day I regret to say that I have no respect for Dorado Sundown, and they return none.  My thoughts are clouded… and I fight with a sense of justice.  An eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth is what the old parable says.  Perhaps it applies, because Blacklash and Bullwhip… you have proven to be a poison too deadly to let run free here in the GWF.  You will have to be removed. 

Morpheus: My partner here is right, although I don’t have the same reservations about an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth.  You just got a victory over the greatest tag team in this galaxy and knocked us out of a tournament.  But its not that victory that is important, it’s the one you’re trying to attain… to take control of the GWF.  I don’t know how you boys think you’re going to accomplish this.  But for every step you take toward your goal you’re gonna have to go through Omega and Morpheus… the Guardians.  And if you think you’re going to pull a little stunt the next time like you did last month, you’ve got another thing coming boys.  We’re going to remove your poison from this federation, and we’ll take off any limb that we have to to get you out.  But now I can’t worry about you…because I’m about to step into the ring with a man who deserves that respect that Omega is talking about.  Jammer, we’ve had our matches before… but this one is going to be different.  This one is going to be a decisive victory for Morpheus that no one, not even you, can dispute.  This is a new age with new warriors, and you’re one of the old line.  It ends tonight.

Back at ringside Johnny Comet talked about the fact that Morpheus and Jammer have scored many victories over one another tonight, but that both men were looking to pull significantly ahead of the other here in the GWF in this main event match.  

MORPHEUS vs. JAMMER.  The crowd was mostly sided with Morpheus, as it was the wrestling superstars first professional match on Deimos in singles competition.  Jammer, who was the slightly smaller of the two men, got off to a big start nailing Morpheus with a swinging neckbreaker that seemed to really hurt the Guardian.  But Morpheus was much too powerful to let this trend continue, working Jammer over and punishing him viciously in a way that was reminiscent of their matches in POW.  Jammer was trying for a comeback when Morpheus lifted him up and planted him in a TRIP TO HADES!  He then covered Jammer for the pinfall at 4:55.
