- Students involved in setting goals and assessment criteria


- Students actively involved in learning process


- Students use higher-order thinking &/or problem solving


- Tasks meaningful & often contextualized in real-world applications


- Metacognitive, collaborative, interpersonal skills assessed


- Student responses scored according to specified criteria known in advance





Traditional Assessment





Alternative Assessment





Assess- to determine the value, significance, or extent of.





Assessment- all those activities undertaken by teachers- and by their students assessing themselves- that provide information to be used as feedback to modify teaching and learning activities.





In NteQ environment, a combination of traditional & alternative assessments can be used.





“Rightness” determined by teacher’s knowledge & skills





Vague & assumes there is only one “right” way
