Uses the computer as a tool to learn new information.


Understands the relationship between basic computer functions and student learning.


Uses knowledge of student learning and technology to design, manage, and facilitate a student-centered, multidimensional learning environment.


Assumes the role of facilitator, or guide, not just lecturer.
