Basics


- Letters across top label columns of cells


- Numbers down left side label rows of cells


- Reference a cell with column label and row label (A1)


- Each cell holds info. such as numbers, dates, name, or titles


- When you click on a cell, it becomes active and is highlighted with a border





Formatting


- Change cell size


- Text 


- Numbers, dates,   


  times





Entering Info.


1. Click on the cell you want


2. Type info. into cell


3. Accept it by pressing Return





Creating Calculations


- Add, divide, subtract, multiply numbers or columns


- Determine largest, smallest, range, sum, & average of column or row


- Create formulas using +, -, *, /, and =





Designing NteQ Lesson


- Identify objectives and determine if use of a spreadsheet will help students meet them


- Match the objectives with functions of a spreadsheet


- Specify a problem for students to solve using a spreadsheet


- Plan specific data manipulation using a spreadsheet


- Present work and solution in spreadsheet or chart or graph made through spreadsheet


- Plan what the students will do while using the spreadsheet, before using, and after using it


- Assessment will include spreadsheet skills such as entering data & creating formulas
