Use Internet in Instruction


Obtain ready-to-use Internet curriculum materials


Rework existing lesson plans to incorporate aspects of Internet


Develop Internet curriculum materials from scratch














Use Internet with NteQ Lesson


1. Determine problem students are to solve


2. Identify ways they can use Internet resources to help solve the problem


3. Provide clear directions on how they are to use the Internet


4. Teach students to interpret, summarize, and cite info. they are using from Internet


5. Provide students with some initial URLs or key words, or help them develop a list of search terms to get started


6. Discuss etiquette for contacting individuals as well as good e-mail criteria


7. In videoconferencing, make connection with other location a few days in advance


8. Have an alternative planned if equipment or Internet fails
