2009 SCHOLARSHIP QUALIFICATION AND APPLICATION GUIDELINES 

The HACE Scholarship Awards is a member funded program that provides financial assistance to qualified 
children of/sponsored by OR an HACE member who is in good standing. 
 
QUALIFYING CRITERIA 
Applicant must: 
 Be EITHER a child of/sponsored by OR an HACE member who is in good standing.  
 Be enrolled or plan to enroll in a course of study leading to an AA, BA, BS, or advanced degree at an 

accredited college, university or trade school; including college students enrolled in their second or higher 
year of education 

 Have maintained a  2.5 or higher Grade Point Average (GPA) with no D or F in the current school year 
 Did not receive an HACE scholarship in 2008. 

 
APPLICATION GUIDELINES 
1. Applicant must submit the original signed documents as a POSTMARKED packet by the deadline 

MONDAY JUNE 1, 2009: 
 Scholarship application 
 Official sealed copy of high school/college transcript 
 For applicant already enrolled in college:  A letter of enrollment verification from an accredited college   

or higher education institution 
2. Autobiographical statement: a single-spaced, 1-2 page typed essay that includes: 

 Family background 
 School/community involvement 
 Motivation for attending college 
 Long-term goals 
 Optional: Any financial need/situation 

3.  Letters of Recommendation: submit two (2) letters of recommendation 
 The first letter must be from a teacher/instructor 
 The second letter may be from a teacher/instructor, employer, counselor, faith-based/community 

organization where applicant has performed volunteer work 
4.  Submit: 

 Original Packet 
 Checklist Sheet 
 5 copies of:  1) Scholarship Application and 2) Autobiographical statement 

5.  Finalists may be required to attend an oral interview with the Scholarship Selection Committee 
 
APPLICATION DEADLINE 
Application must be POSTMARKED by Monday June 1, 2009.  LATE and/or INCOMPLETE 
APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  All applicants will be notified by mail.  Scholarship Award 
recipients will be announced at a San José City Council Meeting in August 2009.
