1) Welcome Harry Chu.  He is joining to help us with this year’s Soccer Program.

2) Review of Actions

a) May 19, 2007 proposed shopping trip.  The commercial bus trip is not recommended.  This trip is now cancelled.

b) Chan looked into the bookings for Milliken Park.  Turns out that it has all been booked.  We will need to plan on these at least a year in advance.

3) 2007 Soccer Program
a) We have 5 confirmed coaches:  Robert Chiu, Richard Li, Rocky Hsiung, Harry Chu and Robert Yap.  There is a need to recruit Assistant Coaches both to help the coaches and provide relief in case of an absence.

b) Soccer will start on Saturday May 26, 2007 (9:30 am to 11:30 am for most days except for July 21, 2007 and August 18, 2007 – 3:30 pm to 5:30 pm).  Soccer Season ends on August 25, 2007.

c) This season we will target kids up to 16 years old.  Liz will revise the registration form to identify the various groupings.  (ACTION)
d) Chan will confirm with KC Lee the payments for the field permits (ACTION).
e) Chan to take possession of all the soccer equipment (balls, pile-ons, etc) from KC Lee (ACTION).
f) No change in registration fee from last year (ie. $50 + $10 for jersey).

g) Robert to prepare a brief note to attach to the registration forms (ACTION).
h) We will receive the registrations as they come in (ie. No specific registration date).

i) Liz to source out jersey suppliers.  Harry to check out some of his contacts. (ACTION).

4) Bowling (June 30, 2007)
a) We are sticking with the June 30th, 2007 date.

b) Dorothy to price this out (ACTION).
5) End of Basketball Season

a) Given the end of the season is near, we agreed to provide each of the kids a loot bag on the final day (our facility lease prevents us from offering snacks and beverages).  Lisa, Mee Fee, Liz and Dorothy to put together the loot bags. (ACTION)
b) Liz to consider preparing a certificate of participation for each of the kids (ACTION).
6) Refund for Tai Chi Class Participants

a) Given some of the logistical issues that we encountered with some of the Tai Chi classes, we agreed that a 50% refund be provided to each of the registered participants.  Chan to identify the registered participants (ACTION).
b) Refunds would be in cash.

c) There was a brief discussion re: acknowledging the Tai Chi Instructor’s contribution to this program.  We agreed to check to see what, if any, commitments were made to the Instructor.  If we do decide on a gift, we agreed that the value of the gift would be limited to $50.

7) Website for our Organization
a) We agreed that having our own website would be a good idea.  More information on cost and the effort required to maintain the website is needed prior to concluding a decision on this.
