1B        11/01-11/05

class rules+ class policy, students will learn about class rules and acting out behaviors + enter and exit procedures. For that purpose, the students need to work on three worksheet that help the spelling(by typing out in the blanks the missing letters) of a set of illustrated pictures that pertain to a specific category. Another sheet will be used to emphasize their learning of principal keyboard keys like Enter, Spacebar, etc...

         First graders will finish the counting sheet that emphasizes the learning of  lettered numbers and principal keyboard keys like Enter, Spacebar, etc..

         First graders will draw stars and color them using AutoShapes and A tool to finish up the Rainbow Handout. The work on spelling word requires filling in blanks and typing out the missing letters in the Shark Handout and utilities handout. The learning of keying in mathematical symbols like dots, lines, arrows, and curves will take place at the second half of the week.  
1B                        12/06-12/11
         First graders will continue learning different mathematical shapes. This time, they will draw the shapes with paint. This activity will allow them to learn about paint utilities. At the end of the week, students will have a review about simplified computer outer hardware . 
1B                        12/13-12/17
         First graders will continue learning different mathematical shapes. This time, they will draw the shapes with paint. This activity will allow them to learn about paint utilities. A good exercise will be the drawing of a clock that embeds different shapes. At the end of the week, students will have a review about simplified computer outer hardware such as scanner, printer, tower case, speakers, monitor, and keyboard. 
1B                        12/20-12/24
         First graders will use WordArt to be able to identify the seven colors of the rainbow. A special emphasis will be on Font manipulation as part of the First Grade curriculum. Another focus will be on the combination of mathematical shapes of AutoShapes and the use of WordArt for editing.
