Question 1

1. What is the difference between a “Web Page” and an “HTML page” ?
· Web Page are the basic documents of the World Wide Web and are written in HTML (Hypertext Markup Language). Web pages can either be part of a web site, or they can stand alone. However, many features in Microsoft Front Page are only useful if you are working with a website. For example, a link bar, which lets a site visitor navigate to other pages in a web, is the meaningless in the context of single page.

· HTML stands for Hypertext Markup Language. HTML uses special markers, called tags, which indicate how Web browsers should display page elements such as text and graphics.

2. Do you need to be connected to the internet constantly while you create HTML

    pages? Explain your answer.  

· No, in fact you don’t need any Internet connection at all if you only want to produce Web page for publication on CD-ROM, Zip or Floppy Disk, or local Network.

· Internet is the "network of networks" that connects millions of computers around the globe.
· Web page is is a text document that uses commands in a special language called HTML to add formatting, graphics and other media, and links to other pages.
· World Wide Web is a collective name for all the Web pages on the Internet.

· We need at least three files: one for the text (which includes the HTML commands) and one for each graphics image. In some cases, you might need more files to add a background pattern, sound, or interactive features to the page.
