     As someone who knows and cares about AAUW, I want to share with you the first-hand account of my incredible visit to the White House as guest and witness when President Obama signed the first piece of legislation to ever cross his desk, the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act.

 

     This victory is glorious knowing that it was our hard work together that shepherded this law to his desk.  What pride I felt to be invited as your representative to see our work come to fruition.

 

     President and Mrs. Obama were gracious and welcoming.  Our dear friend Lilly Ledbetter was filled with emotion as we witnessed together the pen-stroke that will protect those who are discriminated against from the gross injustice she suffered.

 

     While we are savoring the Ledbetter victory, we are well aware that this law only gets us back where we were before the wrong-headed Supreme Court decision eighteen months ago.  This victory is a gratifying down payment towards real progress on pay equity.  Continuing our momentum by passing the Paycheck Fairness Act is essential to our fight for fair pay. 

 

     On Tuesday I spoke at a Senate Democratic Policy Committee meeting, where 21 Democratic Senators learned why the Paycheck Fairness Act is so important.  I offered AAUW's appreciation for the Senate's plans to take up the bill this spring.  AAUW will once again be leading women's groups and civil rights organizations in the fight to pass this pay equity legislation in the Senate.  But we need your help.  Please make a contribution now so that we can continue this fight for fairness.
