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Some Services 

phone cards
Whole phone calls are pretty cheap, but for long distance and international calls, try to call after 10pm or on Fridays, when calls are cheaper.

Public phones no longer exists, you can use the mobile connection. This is because mobile phones are cheap now, and everybody seems to have one. You can buy and find very easily mobile cards , If you are staying in Jordan for a month or two, note that you can get a temporary number for the time you want, The price is pretty good, a variety of prepaid cards easily fond in the shops everywhere, mobile communication in Jordan is noticeably cheaper than others. 

Internet
There are many Internet cafés all around, and several places like the "Safeway" supermarkets also offer Internet access. This has become much cheaper during the last year: until lately there was only one provider based in Amman, so any login to the Internet from elsewhere immediately involved a long distance call. Now there must be a good half dozen providers, with special telephone numbers that are even cheaper than local calls. Everybody is taking it up. Most Internet cafés offer broadband - don't let's mention the private connections.... even in the desert of Wadi Rum, you can have mobile and Internet connection. 

ATMs

cept in Wadi Rum, but very soon will be there too. After the finishing of te new Tourist Center is finished, but right now you need to draw whatever you need before you reach Wadi Rum. Your guide there will expect payment in cash, but is probably not overly worried in what currency.

Credit cards
Credit cards are accepted at most large hotels, restaurants, car rental companies and tourist shops. The most widely accepted cards are American Express, Visa, Diners Club and MasterCard. You can also use your cards to draw cash (up to 500 JDs) at any bank linked with your credit card network.

Electric system
Jordan’s electricity supply is 220 volts/50 cycles AC. Sockets are generally of the two-pronged European variety, while a variety of other sockets and plugs especially the 13 amp square three-pinned plug are in use. To be safe, bring a multi-purpose adapter. American equipment requires both an adaptor and a transformer. Most varieties of adaptors and transformers are readily available in electrical shops throughout Jordan. Electrical current in Jordan is reliable and uninterrupted.

Medical Care
Modern medical services are readily available in Jordan's larger cities and towns and the bigger hotels normally have a doctor on call. Most doctors speak English fluently.
Pharmacies can provide medication for minor aliments, but travelers should carry their own prescription medication.
Handicapped Facilities
Few specific facilities for those with special physical requirements exist in Jordan, although local people will do their best to assist people in need. Nevertheless, the accessibility of some tourist sites is very limited; it is advisable to call ahead to establish if special needs can be met. At Petra, for example, horse-drawn carriages to the main sites can be arranged in special cases
Clothing
Women in Jordan are not required to wear head scarves or face covers. It is up to the visitor's discretion to choose the appropriate attire keeping in mind the relative conservatism of Middle Eastern societies.
Swimming attire should only be worn around swimming pools or beaches and not in public places.
Even summer evenings can be quite cool, so one should be prepared to wear a shawl or sweater.
Winters are cold, windy and rainy. Heavy snow is not unusual
Alcholic Beverages
They are widely available in hotels, restaurants, bars and some shops. Drinking is strictly prohibited on streets.
