Information you need on the page:  
- Introduce this class and include the Name of the class and teacher, (2 pts)
- The body will have information about each program (with details) we have discussed in this class, (15 pts)
- The conclusion needs to include: How you would make this class better by adding a new program or application & without involving or playing games. Explain what it is you want to learn from this new program, why this program or application is important to learn, & how it will make this class better & apply to real life. (8 pts)
You will need to use the following codes to create the web page for this class.  

· html tags at the beginning and ending. (2 pts)
· head & title tag to name the windows title bar. (2 pts)
· body tag  to identify the body of your information

· Use some of the body tags attributes from the cheat sheet or Dave’s Site, mini-chapter 5 to liven up your page. (3 pts)
- Change the color of the background and one heading or add a picture to the background and change the color of one heading. (2 pts)
-  Create and center a title and by line for your page (3 pts)  

- Use each heading tags 1-4 to identify each of the programs on your page.  (4 pts)
- Include at least one Horizontal Ruled Line to separate the different areas of a web page.  (1 pts)
- Include at least 3 paragraphs tags (3 pts)

- Format text by using the font tags and attributes to... (5 pts)
- Change the font, color, size and face, COMIC SANS MS, of one paragraph. Make the paragraph BOLD.  The color should be different from and complementary to the rest of the page.  (5 pts)
- Use each Division Alignment tag; aligned something on the left, center, & the right.  (3 pts)
- The World Wide Web wouldn't be a web at all!  Add two anchored links: 1) link will be to gain help on one of the programs used in class, and 2) to your favorite web page that is school appropriate.  (4 pts)
- Create an internal anchored link to be able to move from the top of the page to the beginning of last paragraph. (2 pts)
