#5:
Work hard to follow directions and meet expectations:

I give the signal, you go silent.

Follow through on all class activities and homework assignments.

Be neat, complete, and accurate with all assignments.

#6:
Remember — do not raise your hand in this class! 

· If you are unprepared and need a pencil, get up and get one.
