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1. A tornado is a violently rotating column of air rising up into a cloud.


2. 2. During a tornado, a safe place to seek shelter is below ground level (like in a basement or root cellar).


3. 3. A tornado’s strength is measured on the Fujita scale.  F0 is the strongest storm.


4. During a thunderstorm invisible, horizontal spinning winds are   present. Warm, moist rising air within the thunderstorm changes the horizontal winds to vertical.  This area of rotation is where tornadoes form. 


5. 5. TORNADO ALLEY is the name for the area of the US with the most tornadoes each year.


6. 6. A tornado warning means a tornado has been sighted in your area.  You should watch the sky and move to a safe location.


7. 7. On average Indiana gets 23 tornadoes a year.


8.  8. Although tornadoes can happen at any time, they usually happen in the winter.


9.  9. A tornado watch means that tornadoes are possible in your area.  


1010. The average tornado moves from southwest to northeast.
