The June GCSCA meeting will also be set up via conference call.  This went well for the May GCSCA meeting.

New Business

2. Workers needed for Open Show.  Contact Sue Gerdes.  She has a list.  All members are welcome to sign up!  
3. Barn duty for Open Show – Lisa Paquet has the list.  You can reserve a boxstall for our 2-day show.  

4.  Fun Show discussion – Deb Sjoquist mentioned that participants were bringing their entry cards upstairs to her.  Did these participants pay?  We have to have someone at the entry stand to take the entry cards and make sure they pay. This was towards the end of the Fun Show.  Should we charge a “flat” fee by the day based on a minimum number of classes that each individual signs up for?  This discussion will continue.  We cannot make any changes for the 2008 season.  
5. Cannon Falls Show – Will boxstalls be available to individuals can stay overnight?  Tina had said no.
