The judge dismissed them both from the remainder of the show when they refused to discuss the situations with her.  It was also suggested that a good sportsmanship by-law proposal be made to GCSCA - similar to what HC has in its by-laws.
A call was placed to CFRR, and camping will be allowed at their 2-day show.  However, please note that there is no electricity, no fires are allowed and you must clean up your area before you leave.

Carole has submitted the parade application.  The parade will be on August 3rd and Tina B. will be this year’s organizer.  Please call Tina at 651-983-0939 or 507-824-2184 if you will be attending.  There will be a horse drawn buckboard available for those who want to ride in it.  Please dress appropriately, as you will be representing the Club in this event.  Details regarding parking and arrival time will follow as they become available.
The open show ended around 11:15 pm on Sunday.  Many potential changes were discussed to keep the show manageable.  It was decided to narrow the options down to 2 or 3 and vote on it when more members are present.  There were many positive comments regarding the show and the mugs were very well received.  The leftovers will be given away at the Christmas party via a drawing.  We were short 2 blue ribbons.  It is believed that they were given away by mistake for the Jackpot classes.  Sue has the names of the persons who would like them when they are available.
The meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Friday, August 1st, at 7 pm at the Labor Union hall in Red Wing.
