
What is a packet analyzer? 

A packet analyzer is software that can monitor incoming and outgoing traffic in a network.  It intercepts 
packets and decodes them.  They are useful for monitoring network activity, detecting intrusion 
attempts, for statistical purposes, or to figure out network problems.  Wireshark is an example of a 
packet analyzer.
